Doers of the Word Jan. 10, Baptism of Jesus

When were you baptized?

Whenever | celebrate the sacrament of Baptism, | begin my
homily with three questions to the parents and the godparents. |
tell them that before | can baptize the baby, they have to answer
the questions. They become somewhat nervous thinking that the
guestions are dogmatic or theological and they won’t be able to
answer and then think the baby will not be baptized. There are

some tense moments, and | purposely provoke them! Then |
spring the questions on them: Parents and godparents, please tell me the date of your baptism, the name of the church
where you were baptized and the priest or deacon who baptized you. Silence. Mouths drop. They look at each other with
shrugged shoulders. | wait. No answer. Anybody? Nobody! Sometimes a hand will go up and save the day!

Then | begin a brief exposition on important dates in our lives, especially the ones we celebrate: birthdays, weddings, the
four sacraments we celebrate only once: Baptism, Confirmation, Priesthood, Marriage; giving thanks for everything that
went on in preparation for these sacraments, and to remember these dates every year. Then | tell them why Sept. 13
(baptism), June 19 (First Communion), May 12 (Confirmation) and May 22 (Priesthood) are important for me. (The year is
important for me!)

Their minds are relieved when | say, “Yes, | will baptize your child. Secondly, why not search in your family archives for your
baptismal certificate and learn the date? And each year you can give thanks to your parents and God for this wonderful gift
that continues to have meaning in your life.?” The grace that is given is alive and grows. God’s grace helps us do more than
we can on our own. Let it! Don’t forget to pray for the person who administered the sacrament.

Baptism is a solemn rite of initiation into living and knowing the life and teachings of Jesus Christ. These are first taught and
lived by our parents, godparents, teachers and mentors. At one point, when we no longer have them, we stand on our own
two feet! But we remember them!

Wouldn't it be nice to think that on the anniversary date (Baptism, Confirmation, Wedding, Priesthood) we could tweet
someone and say, “So many years ago, this very day, Jesus Christ made me the happiest person on earth.” Through baptism
he made me beloved. Through Confirmation He made me a dedicated follower, through matrimony | shared life with
another person, through priesthood, | proclaimed daily, “Do this in memory of me!” | hope it shows!

Journey.” Some of you may have also read Bishop Steven’s article in the

December 2020 issue of the Wyoming Catholic Register entitled “Communion for Mission”. So, what’s this all about?

At the direction of our Bishop, every parish in Wyoming will be formulating a “Pastoral Plan” in the coming

months. The diocese has provided priorities and goals for that Pastoral Plan, given the name “Vision 2030”, with the
intent of strengthening each parish in its capacity to evangelize. It sharpens the focus on the mission of Christ. And it
reminds us that a vibrant faith community constantly examines how well it is living the mission received in Baptism.

Here at Our Lady of the Mountains, we are going even beyond what the diocese has instructed us to do. We are also
going to be focusing on two fundamental questions: 1) ‘Who’ and ‘What’ do we want our parish to BE in the year
20307 And, 2) What do we need to start doing now to make that Vision come true?

We will be starting the process within the next few weeks, working with a group of 15 parishioners that has been
assembled, including members of the Parish Pastoral Council, Parish Finance Council, Jackson Council of Catholic
Women, Knights of Columbus, various other parish ministries, parish staff, and clergy—including Spanish-speaking and
English-speaking members.

As this Pastoral Planning Team meets we will continue to provide updates and opportunities to provide input to all
parishioners.

For now, we ask for everyone’s prayers, and that we may all, especially, remember the words of St. Pope John Paul Il
who wrote: “Communion and mission are profoundly connected with each other; . .. communion gives rise to
mission, and mission is accomplished in communion.” (Christifideles Laici, 32). If we live our unity as the Body of
Christ, then we will model for the world a new way forward.

Queridos feligreses de Nuestra Seiiora de las Montaiias,

Como habras notado, durante los Ultimos meses nuestras Oraciones de los Fieles en la
Misa han incluido esto: “Oramos por el éxito de nuestro Plan Pastoral Diocesano Vision
2030, especialmente en nuestra parroquia — que podamos reconocer nuestra Comunion
para la Misién: Uno Cuerpo en Cristo, un viaje pascual ". Algunos de ustedes también
pueden haber leido el articulo  del Obispo Steven en la edicién de diciembre de 2020 del
Wyoming Catholic Register titulado "Comunidn para la misiéon". Entonces, éde qué se trata todo esto?

dando gracias por todo lo que sucedié en preparacion para estos sacramentos y recordando estas fechas todos los afios. Luego
les digo por qué el 13 de septiembre (bautismo), el 19 de junio (Primera Comunioén), el 12 de mayo (Confirmacion) y el 22 de
mayo (Sacerdocio) son importantes para mi. (iEl afio es importante para mi!)
