New Protocols for Mass and Sacraments from the Diocese of Cheyenne
e Parishes need to follow transmission statistics for their county and adjust protocols to fit what is appropriate for their
county’s situation.
e Face masks are strongly encouraged for all and especially for those not vaccinated.
¢ Hymnals and missalettes still may be used.
e There are no restrictions on singing if facemasks are worn.
e During the Sign of Peace, people should use a no-touch gesture (e.g., bow, nod, wave, etc.) with those outside of their
household.
e Those distributing Communion must wear masks; parishioners must wear masks in the receiving line.
e Those receiving Communion on the tongue still are permitted to receive at any time during the regular distribution of
Communion.
e Adoration chapels may be used with face masks strongly encouraged, especially for those not vaccinated. Air sanitizer or
filtration system with UV-A-C light is recommended in the room.
e In compliance with CDC guidelines, Confessionals may be used with face masks strongly encouraged where physical
distancing is not possible.

Doers of the Word Sunday, Sept. 12, 2021 Three Questions!

Jesus was a Jew. “Why does a Jew always answer a question with a question?” Response: “Why shouldn’t a Jew always
answer a question with a question?”

“Who do you say that | am?” Jesus asked of his Apostles. Some said the prophets of old, others Elijah. It was Peter who got it
right: “You are the Anointed One of God.” (Matthew 16:13-16).

Second Jesus question: “Will you also go away?” Jesus asked this one of his Apostles at a time when so many people were
scandalized by him and had left him. (Like now!) Again, it was Peter who said, “Lord, to whom shall we go? You have the
words of everlasting life.” (John 6:66) Are you unnerved by the open wound of the scandals in his Church? Do you have
serious criticism of our country? So, how will you answer this second question? Like the candle, will you say to the darkness, “I
beg to differ?”

Third Jesus question: “Simon, son of John, do you love me?” And when Peter answers “yes, you know that | do, “Jesus replied,
“Then feed my sheep.” (John 21:15). Pope Francis described his wish for pastors “with the smell of the Sheep.”

Chapter 8 of Mark’s Gospel shows Jesus exasperated with his disciples. “Do you have eyes but fail to see, and ears but fail to
hear?” he asks them (verse 18). After seeing him feed five thousand people and then four thousand more, they still worry
about their next meal.

For centuries the Jews have been under foreign domination and are staking all their hopes on a liberator who will lead their
nation back to glory. Matthew 16:17-19 records that Jesus, pleased by Peter’s impulsive declaration, lavishes praise on

him. Yet Peter’s brightest moment barely precedes one of his worst — a few paragraphs later Jesus identifies Peter with

Satan. What transpires between these two scenes marks an important turning point in the story of Jesus’ life.

Peter may have grasped Jesus’ identity, but he has much to learn about Jesus’ mission. Not comprehending the Messiah’s
ultimate goal, he wants Jesus to avoid suffering. Jesus knows otherwise. From
this moment on, Jesus makes a strategic turn, leaving Galilee to head toward
Jerusalem, where he will meet his fate.

If someone asked you point-blank, “Who is Jesus?” What would you say?

Respuesta: "éPor qué un judio no deberia responder siempre a una
pregunta con una pregunta?"

"¢ Quién dices que soy?" Jesus preguntd a sus Apdstoles. Algunos dijeron los
profetas de antafio, otros Elias. Fue Pedro quien lo hizo bien: "Tu eres el Ungido
de Dios". (Mateo 16: 13-16).

Segunda pregunta de Jesus: "éTu también te irds?" Jesus le preguntd a uno de sus Apdstoles en un momento en que tanta
gente estaba escandalizada por él y lo habia abandonado. (iComo ahora!) De nuevo, fue Pedro quien dijo: “Sefior, ¢a quién
iremos? Tu tienes palabras de vida eterna ". (Juan 6:66) ¢ Esta desconcertado por la herida abierta de los escandalos en su
Iglesia? éTiene criticas serias a nuestro pais? Entonces, icémo responderd a esta segunda pregunta? Como la vela, é¢le dirds a la
oscuridad: "Ruego diferir?"

Tercera pregunta de Jesus: "Simén, hijo de Juan, éme amas?" Y cuando Pedro responde "si, sabes que lo hago", Jesus
respondio: "Entonces apacienta mis ovejas". (Juan 21:15). El Papa Francisco describid su deseo de tener pastores "con olor a
oveja".

El capitulo 8 del Evangelio de Marcos muestra a Jesus exasperado con sus discipulos. "éTienes ojos pero no ves y oidos pero no
oyes?" les pregunta (versiculo 18). Después de verlo alimentar a cinco mil personas y luego a cuatro mil mas, todavia se
preocupan por su préoxima comida.

Durante siglos, los judios han estado bajo dominacion extranjera y estan poniendo todas sus esperanzas en un libertador que
llevard a su nacion de regreso a la gloria. Mateo 16: 17-19 registra que Jesus, complacido por la impulsiva declaracién de Pedro,
lo alaba. Sin embargo, el momento mas brillante de Pedro apenas precede a uno de los peores: unos parrafos después, Jesus
identifica a Pedro con Satanads. Lo que sucede entre estas dos escenas marca un importante punto de inflexién en la historia de
la vida de Jesus.

Pedro pudo haber captado la identidad de Jesus, pero tiene mucho que aprender sobre la misién de Jesus. Al no comprender el
objetivo final del Mesias, quiere que Jesus evite el sufrimiento. Jesus sabe lo contrario. A partir de este momento, Jesus da un
giro estratégico, dejando Galilea para dirigirse hacia Jerusalén, donde encontrard su destino.
