The Chosen 

The Chosen is a multi-season series about the life of Christ and the 

highest crowd-funded TV series film project of all time.  This 

drama was created, directed, and co-written by American 

filmmaker, Dallas Jenkins. The series’ creators stated that they had 

hoped to distinguish the new series from previous portrayals of 

Jesus by crafting a multi-season, episode-based story. The series 

portrays Jesus “through the eyes of those who met him.” 

The filmmaker was intent on creating The Chosen to be faithful to 

Scripture. In fact, three biblical consultants…a Catholic, a Jew, and 

an Evangelical…were engaged in the development and production 

process. The result is what the show’s Catholic consultant, Holy Cross Father David Guffey, described as an Ignatian 

meditation on the Gospels. While the three didn’t necessarily agree on everything, it was important to the Jenkins and the 

producers to hear from each of these faith traditions while scripts were written, and again after the episodes were done.

Doers of the Word          Sunday, October 3, 2021    Meet Abigail, Sarah, and Elizabeth 

Abigail Adams, wife of the second US president, John Adams, was interested in Jesus’ treatment of women.  “It is a pleasing 

and grateful circumstance to read in the life and character of Our Savior, the affection and tenderness which he manifests to 

women – to Mary, to Martha, to the widow of Samaria, and many others.” 

In today’s Gospel of Mark, Jesus spoke out against the ease with which men divorced women, often leaving them without a 

home or income.  (A famous rabbi named Hillel taught that a man could divorce his wife if she did anything at all to displease 

him, such as burning his food.  A stricter school, headed by Shammai, limited grounds for divorce to marital infidelity. Jesus 

clearly sided with Shammai but pointed much deeper, beyond the technicalities of divorce to God’s original design for 

marriage.) Jesus emphasized the permanence of marriage saying, “Therefore a man shall leave his father and mother and be 

joined to his wife, and the two shall become one … what therefore God has joined together, let not man               

separate.” (Verses 7-9). 

Sarah Grimke, a member of the women’s suffrage movement, also claimed that her beliefs were based on the Bible.  In her 

1837 Letters on the Equal of the Sexes, and the Condition of Women, she states: “Here then I plant myself.  God created us 

equal – he created us free agents – he is our Lawgiver, our King, and our Judge, and to hm alone is woman bound to be in 

subjection, and him alone is she accountable for the use of those talents with which her heavenly Father has entrusted her.” 

Women’s rights pioneer Elizabeth Cady Stanton also drew on the Bible to criticize claims that women were inferior.  In her 

1854 speech, she said, “How could man ever look thus on woman?  She… who gave to the world a Savior, and witnessed 

alike the adoration of the Magi and the agonies of the cross.  How could such a 

being, so blessed and honored, ever become the ignoble, servile, cringing slave, 

with whom the fear of man could be paramount to the sacred dictates of 

conscience and the holy love of Heaven?”

Conozcan a Abigail, Sarah y Elizabeth 

Abigail Adams, esposa del segundo presidente de Estados Unidos, John Adams, 

estaba interesada en el trato de Jesús a las mujeres. “Es una circunstancia 

agradable y agradecida leer en la vida y el carácter de Nuestro Salvador, el afecto 

y la ternura que manifiesta a las mujeres, a María, a Marta, a la viuda de Samaria y a muchas otras”. 

En el Evangelio de Marcos de hoy, Jesús se pronunció contra la facilidad con la que los hombres se divorciaron de las 

mujeres, dejándolas a menudo sin hogar ni ingresos. (Un famoso rabino llamado Hillel enseñó que un hombre podía 

divorciarse de su esposa si ella hacía algo para desagradarlo, como quemar su comida. Una escuela más estricta, dirigida por 

Shammai, limitaba los motivos del divorcio a la infidelidad marital. Jesús claramente se puso del lado de Shammai pero 

señaló mucho más profundo, más allá de los tecnicismos del divorcio al diseño original de Dios para el matrimonio.) Jesús 

enfatizó la permanencia del matrimonio diciendo: “Por tanto, el hombre dejará a su padre y a su madre y se unirá a su 

esposa, y los dos serán uno ... lo que Dios juntó, no lo separe el hombre ”. (Versos 7-9). 

Sarah Grimke, miembro del movimiento por el sufragio femenino, también afirmó que sus creencias se basaban en la Biblia. 

En sus Cartas de 1837 sobre la igualdad de sexos y la condición de la mujer, afirma: “Aquí, pues, me planto. Dios nos creó 

iguales, nos creó agentes libres, él es nuestro Legislador, nuestro Rey y nuestro Juez, y solo para él está obligada la mujer a 

estar en sujeción, y solo él es responsable del uso de esos talentos con los que ella el Padre celestial la ha confiado ". 

La pionera de los derechos de la mujer Elizabeth Cady Stanton también se basó en la Biblia para criticar las afirmaciones de 

que las mujeres eran inferiores. En su discurso de 1854, dijo: “¿Cómo podría el hombre mirar así a la mujer? Ella ... que dio al 

mundo un Salvador, y fue testigo tanto de la adoración de los Magos como de las agonías de la cruz. ¿Cómo pudo un ser así, 

tan bendecido y honrado, convertirse alguna vez en el esclavo innoble, servil y humillante, con quien el temor del hombre 

podría ser primordial para los sagrados dictados de la conciencia y el santo amor del Cielo? "
