Doers of the Word January 30, 2022, 4th Sunday OT The Love Chapter

Corinth was known for its lewdness and drunken brawling. The Corinthians revered the goddess of love, and their “worship”
practices resembled orgies. Corinth seemed the last place on earth to expect a church to take root. Yet, Paul for 18 months,
stayed and preached to them. In today’s second reading he produces some of his most memorable writing. “The Love
Chapter” endures as one of the most famous. Often quoted at weddings and funerals, it was memorably read by the British
prime minister at Princess Diana’s funeral. Eleanor Roosevelt (1884-1962), in addition to being a beloved first lady during the
1933-1945 presidency of Franklin D. Roosevelt, served as United States delegate to the United Nations General Assembly from
1945 to 1952. In one of her writings, she discussed the importance of | Corinthians 13 to her work at the UN. “Life is meant to
be lived fully and as helpfully as possible. In addition to prayer and congregational worship, | have found the Holy Bible a
remarkably wise and beautiful book and reading a few verses every day a helpful habit. My favorite verses are in First
Corinthians, chapter 13, which starts: “Though | speak with the tongues of men and angels, and have not charity, | am become
as sounding brass or a tinkling cymbal”.. and which ends so beautifully, “Now abides faith, hope, charity, these three: but the
greatest of these is charity.” The UN is only an instrument, a piece of man-made machinery whereby imperfect human beings
strive for greater perfection here on
earth. Thus, | believe in Christianity
and in the United Nation, which |
consider to be a working expression

of Christianity in the world.”

Week Update from Fr. D

The third week was less frantic at the Emergency Department. Covid is still the dominant case. In fact the covid admission
rate rose a bit. Something to think about-fully vaccinated ones recover faster here at our hospital. Now to make things sure
that | am healthy, | did a covid test last Friday. And the result came out negative! Yay!

I met wonderful patients during the week. | met a Passionist Priest. He was given a pacemaker. We actually became friends!
He is now discharged and he lives nearby the area. But there was one patient that stood out in terms of my patient care
experience. She was 82 years old, but looked like 102. She curled in bed and looked so tiny. Her eyes were closed and |
thought either she was sleeping or sedated. | knocked at her door and entered and greeted her slowly and loud enough to
hear. | paused to think of what else to say. Asking her how she was doing that morning sounded so silly. Instead | just
introduced myself, telling her that | made sure to drop by and visit with her. | paused again and was thinking of praying for
her anyhow. And all of a sudden she replied, “Thank you,” her eyes still closed. What a sweet little voice! She got me so
excited. | told her that | felt sorry that visitors were not allowed at the hospital because of covid. But we the chaplains filled in
for that and made sure that everyone was visited. She said thank you again. She could barely open her eyes. | asked
permission to pray for her before | left and she said thank you for the visit. That was an improvement of three more words! |
felt so happy that | visited her. | went down to the chapel and lighted a candle for her.

It is so easy to talk about compassion. But when you witness it in person, it becomes so healing. | thought | was the one
healed when | left her room. | felt especially happy. Self compassion
is the most neglected part of the priest’s personal life. Loving
oneself, forgiving oneself, being kind to oneself, feeling happy for
oneself is as important as loving the neighbor. No wonder Jesus
said: “Love your neighbor as you love yourself.”

Pero hubo un paciente que se destacé en términos de mi
experiencia de atencidn al paciente. Tenia 82 afios, pero aparentaba 102. Estaba acurrucada en la cama y se veia tan pequena.
Tenia los ojos cerrados y pensé que estaba dormida o sedada. Llamé a su puerta y entré y la saludé despacio y lo
suficientemente fuerte como para escuchar. Hice una pausa para pensar en qué mas decir. Preguntarle cdmo estaba esa
mafiana sonaba tan tonto. En lugar de eso, me presenté y le dije que me aseguraria de visitarla. Me detuve de nuevo y estaba
pensando en orar por ella de todos modos. Y de repente ella respondid: "Gracias", con los ojos alin cerrados. jQué dulce
vocecita! Ella me emociond tanto. Le dije que lamentaba que no se permitieran visitas en el hospital debido al covid. Pero
nosotros, los capellanes, nos encargamos de eso y nos aseguramos de que todos fueran visitados. Ella dijo gracias de nuevo.
Apenas podia abrir los ojos. Le pedi permiso para orar por ella antes de irme y me dijo gracias por la visita. {Eso fue una
mejora de tres palabras mas! Me senti tan feliz de haberla visitado. Bajé a la capilla y le encendi una vela.

Es tan facil hablar de compasidn. Pero cuando lo presencias en persona, se vuelve tan sanador. Pensé que era yo el que habia
sanado cuando sali de su habitacién. Me senti especialmente feliz. La autocompasion es la parte mas descuidada de la vida
personal del sacerdote. Amarse a uno mismo, perdonarse, ser amable con uno mismo, sentirse feliz por uno mismo es tan
importante como amar al préjimo. Con razén Jesus dijo: “Ama a tu préjimo como te amas a ti mismo”.

A politician is an elected official whose success is related to how that
politician can say what people want to hear. | believe that the success of the prophets is measured by their will & desire to
risk saying what people need to hear. Prophets rub & irritate with the truth!

The task of Jeremiah & JESUS was to nurture , nourish & evoke a consciousness & perception that is an alternative to what
believers in that culture found themselves. Prophets are not investigative reporters who seek out social injustices punishing
persons. Prophets awake their listeners to an alternative consciousness which perceives, understands & appreciates reality
based on the will, word and wisdom of GOD.
| truly believe that the Prophet’s words fall on deaf ears or are rejected! Luke tells us in the gospel that JESUS’ prophetic
ministry received mixed reactions in Nazareth. | boldly ask, “ are we today prophets to speak GOD’s truth or would we rather
be part-time politicians who hide from the truth?”

“| formed you, |knew you, |dedicated you”
The first reading indicates that for Jeremiah, his ministry to be prophet is not a personal career choice but rather it is a

response to the call of GOD. With three verbs, the prophet affirmed his appointment to the ministry as originating in
GOD. Yaser, meaning to form, referred to the work of the potter, sculpting & molding the clay. It is ours to choose if our

ministry will follow the lesser path of the politician or the greater challenge of true prophet.
