Doers of the Word  Sunday, February 6, 2022, 5™ Sunday OT Playing God

Probably few have seen the 1932 movie called “The Man Who Played God.” It was the story of a talented and wealthy
musician. He had the worst possible thing that could happen to a musician — he began to lose his hearing — he was going
deaf. And so, he became very bitter and cynical. And not only did he turn his back on his friends, but he turned his back on
God as well.

Being rich, he moved into a penthouse, and there he took lessons in learning to read lips to compensate for his loss of
hearing. From his penthouse window, he overlooked a park. He would look through a pair of high-powered binoculars, and
he would learn to read the lips of people.

Well, one day he concentrated on the lips of a young man whose lips were moving in prayer; and so, he determined what the
young man was praying for, and being wealthy, he dispatched his butler to give the young man what he had been praying
for. On another occasion he read the lips of a young woman who was telling her friend about something that she so
desperately needed, and once again he dispatched his butler to fulfill that need. And each time he performed one of these
services, the cynical musician would raise his face to heaven and he would laugh in God’s face. He found it so humorous and
so laughable that he was playing God; and he didn’t even believe in God.

Well, what happened is that in time, doing all these things, meeting
people’s needs, the man who played God, found God. And he lived
happily ever after.

Week Update from Fr. D

We started week four with more changes in our hospital policy. One, in particular, was about the viewing of the family of
those patients who recently passed away. Our morgue is at full capacity, so the hospital rented a big refrigerated container
parked outside to accommodate the bodies of deceased patients. Of the deceased patients are in the container, their family
is not allowed to have a viewing because it would require a lot of hospital resources. And now that the medical staff knows
there is a Catholic intern priest, | am getting more requests for Catholic services. | am honored to do the Sacraments for
Catholic patients.

The dress code here for male chaplain interns is a coat and tie. Patients usually call us “doctors.” It happened like that when |
visited a patient. | told her that | was just a chaplain. She asked, “ What is a chaplain?” | said to her that | represented a
church. She said she didn’t have a church. | told her that is did not matter. | just wanted to make sure that | visited all patients
under my care because the hospital does not allow family members to visit because of COVID. And | told her: “ | am here so
that you won’t feel alone. Is there anything else | can do for you?” Then she said, “ Maybe this is the one that | have been
looking for after a long time.” She did not elaborate. But after a
brief pause. She told me: “ 1 don’t know whether you are sincere or
not, but | like what you are doing.” For me, that was enough. | was
not there to convert her. | was there because | cared. The good
Samaritan did not interview the half-dead man he found along the
way. He just picked him up because he needed help. No questions
ask. Our Hearts for the Hungry program in our parish does the
same. Love never fails. Debates, most often, yes.

Our Lady of the Mountains, pray for me and all my parishioners.

Actualizacion de la semana del Padre Demetrio
Comenzamos la cuarta semana con mas cambios en nuestra

politica hospitalaria. Uno, en particular, fue sobre el visionado de la
familia de aquellos pacientes que fallecieron recientemente.
Nuestra morgue esta a plena capacidad, por lo que el hospital
alquilé un gran contenedor refrigerado estacionado afuera para
acomodar los cuerpos de los pacientes fallecidos. De los pacientes
fallecidos que se encuentran en el contenedor, su familia no puede tener una visita porque requeriria muchos recursos del
hospital. Y ahora que el personal médico sabe que hay un sacerdote interno catdlico, recibo mas solicitudes de servicios
catélicos. Me siento honrado de hacer los sacramentos para pacientes catodlicos.

El cédigo de vestimenta aqui para los pasantes capellanes masculinos es saco y corbata. Los pacientes generalmente nos
llaman “médicos”. Sucedié asi cuando visité a un paciente. Le dije que yo era sélo un capellan. Ella preguntd: "éQué es un
capellan?" Le dije que yo representaba a una iglesia. Ella dijo que no tenia una iglesia. Le dije que eso no importaba. Solo
queria asegurarme de visitar a todos los pacientes bajo mi cuidado porque el hospital no permite visitas de familiares debido a
COVID. Y yo le dije: “Estoy aqui para que no te sientas sola. ¢ Hay algo mas que pueda hacer por ti?” Luego dijo: "Tal vez este
es el que he estado buscando después de mucho tiempo". Ella no dio mas detalles. Pero después de una breve pausa. Ella me
dijo: “No sé si eres sincero o no, pero me gusta lo que estas haciendo”. Para mi, eso fue suficiente. Yo no estaba alli para
convertirla. Yo estaba alli porque me importaba. El buen samaritano no entrevisté al hombre medio muerto que encontré en
el camino. Simplemente lo recogié porque necesitaba ayuda. Sin preguntas. Nuestro programa Hearts for the Hungry en
nuestra parroquia hace lo mismo. El amor nunca falla. Debates, la mayoria de las veces, si.

Nuestra Sefiora de las Montaiias, ruega por miy por todos mis feligreses.

Our Saints this week !

Josephine was born around 1869 in Sudan. Kidnapped as a child by slave traders, she
was given the name, “Bakhita,” meaning “lucky one.” She was sold to a number of
owners until she was purchased at the age of 12 by the Italian Consul Callisto Legnani. He
brought her to Italy and, while serving as a nanny, was sent to live with the Canossian
Sisters in Venice. There she was introduced to the faith, baptized Giuseppina, and
eventually granted her freedom. In 1896 she joined the Canossian Daughters of Charity,
& for some 50 years served her sisters as cook, seamstress & portress at their houses in
Venice, Verona & Schio. She was especially beloved by her students for her sweet nature
& musical voice. After a long & painful illness she died in 1947. Pope John Paul Il
canonized this first Sudanese saint on October 1** 2000 as a witness

to evangelical reconciliation and a model of freedom.

Scholastica died about 543 in Monte Cassino; she was the twin sister of Saint Benedict.
She was eventually interred in the same grave with her brother. Most of what we know of
Scholastica comes from the Dialogues of St. Gregory the Great who wrote,“so death did not
separate the bodies of these two, whose minds had ever been united in the Lord”; She is
invoked against storms & is patroness of Benedictine nunneries.

According to St. Bernadette Soubirous (16 April), the visionary of Lourdes in 1858, the
Virgin Mary proclaimed herself “The Immaculate Conception” ** Pope John Paul Il
designated the 11 February as World Day of the Sick, “a special time of prayers & sharing,
of offering one’s suffering for the good of the Church & of reminding us to see in our ill
sisters & brothers the face of CHRIST who, by suffering, dying & rising, achieved the
salvation of humankind” (Letter Instituting the World Day of the Sick, 13 May 1992).
** also this week on Feb 8" is designated World Day

of Prayer & Awareness against Human Trafficking.

Put Out into the Deep Waters of our Faith !

“Here | am, send me!” are words that we sing joyfully but do we really mean to
walk the path of those words enthusiastically as disciples of JESUS? We are invited
to see

everything as a call in our lives to ministry as part of our vocation.

Can we not learn from the spiritual journeys & imperfections of 3 great persons in
the history of GOD dealing with us? Today we hear accounts of the special call

or “vocation” of 3 men as a life-changing odyssey. Isaiah sorrows over his sinfulness & uncleanliness as he is confronted by
GOD. Paul admits that he persecuted the early Church & is least of the apostles. Peter is aware of his unworthiness & knows
his sins.

GOD'’s “call” to speak in GOD’s name allows the men to see the reality, readiness & repentance of their lives. They see GOD
as all-holy, all-loving & all forgiving. These 3 called individuals look to GOD for healing and wholeness in sincere spirit of
repentance. | believe that we are invited daily to seek GOD with frankness exposing our brokenness & lack of deep faith.
Peter “left everything” and followed JESUS when called. Our ancestors in the faith, from Abraham to Mother Teresa, are our
models. | truly believe that we need to be challenged to our own “personal calls” to conversion and

discipleship. ~ Father Dan




iNuestros santos de esta semana!

Josephine nacid alrededor de 1869 en Suddan. Secuestrada de nifia por traficantes
de esclavos, se le dio el nombre de "Bakhita", que significa "la afortunada". Fue
vendida a varios propietarios hasta que fue comprada a la edad de 12 afios por el
consul italiano Callisto Legnani. La llevé a ltalia y, mientras servia como nifiera, fue
enviada a vivir con las Hermanas Canossianas en Venecia. Alli fue presentada a la fe,

bautizada Giuseppina y, finalmente, se le concedid la libertad. En 1896 se unié a las

Hijas de la Caridad de Canossian, y durante unos 50 afios sirvié a sus hermanas como |
cocinera, costurera y portera en sus casas en Venecia, Verona y Schio. Sus alumnos
la querian especialmente por su naturaleza dulce y su voz musical. Después de una
larga y dolorosa enfermedad, murié en 1947. El Papa Juan Pablo Il canonizé a esta

primera santa sudanesa el 1 de octubre de 2000 como testigo de la reconciliacion evangélica y modelo de libertad.

Scholastica murié alrededor de 543 en Monte Cassino; ella era la hermana gemela de San Benito.
Finalmente fue enterrada en la misma tumba con su hermano. La mayor parte de lo que sabemos
de la Escolastica proviene de los Didlogos de San Gregorio Magno, quien escribid: “asi que la
muerte no separo los cuerpos de estos dos, cuyas mentes siempre habian estado unidas en el
Sefior”; Se la invoca contra las tormentas y es patrona de los conventos benedictinos.

Segln Santa Bernadette Soubirous (16 de abril), la vidente de Lourdes en 1858, la Virgen Maria se

proclamd a si misma "La Inmaculada Concepcién" ** El Papa Juan Pablo Il designd el 11 de febrero r
como el Dia Mundial del Enfermo, "un tiempo especial de oracidn y compartir, de ofrecer el propio sufrimiento por el bien
de la Iglesia y de recordarnos ver en nuestros hermanos y hermanas enfermos el rostro de CRISTO que, sufriendo, muriendo
y resucitando, logro la salvacion de la humanidad” (Carta que instituye al mundo Dia del Enfermo, 13 de mayo de 1992).

** también esta semana, el 8 de febrero, se designa el Dia Mundial de Oraciény
Concienciacion contra la Trata de Personas.
