Often in our efforts to succeed, we fall to many temptations: to spend grocery money on lottery tickets; criticize an
opponent in a political campaign; offer bribes to cut a deal with another company; pay off players to win or lose;
cheat on exams or quizzes. We also can succumb to little temptations. Each one

of us could definitely make a long list of those on any given day. Wow!

In today’s gospel (Luke 4: 1 — 13), we are told that JESUS was tempted ---in the desert, on a mountain,

and in the village> These were not little temptations like we experience. Imagine how hungry JESUS must
have been after spending forty days in the desert without a stitch of food? Just to sink his teeth into a crust of bread
must have been quite tempting. JESUS told the devil & tells us that “one does not live on bread alone.” Today we
also need food for the soul, precisely why we receive and are nourished with Holy Commmmion when we come to the
Eucharistic banquet on the weekends. Whenever we are tempted
to do wrong, we can remember the words of JESUS: “ Our
Father ....thy will be done....lead us not into
Temptation.”

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Saints of the week: Saints Perpetua & Felicity, Martyrs + 203

There are few more poignant documents of the early church than the passion of these early martyrs in the
North African church. Perpetua was a prosperous young woman, married & the mother of a newborn
son, who lived in Carthage in the late 2" century. Atage 22, she was arrested with her servant Felicity &
several male companions, for violating a prohibition against conversion to Christianity. Perpetua
languished in prison under sentence of death. Perpetua emerges as a nursing mother, separated from her
child---the pain of swollen breasts. A Christian woman, indeed. Even at her trial the proconsul appeals to
her sense of duty toward her aged father & her infant son. Perpetua answers the court simply, “lam a
Christian.” Perpetua looks upon her father with genuine pity for his “unhappy old age” but also with
sadness at the thought that he, as a non-Christian, cannot rejoice in her passion as a Christian.

In her prophetic visions Perpetua finds the conviction that her fate is ordained & that her brief suffering will lead to Eternal Life.
She is consoled finally to be able to entrust her son to safe hands receiving the grace to bear whatever may come. Perpetua &
her companions receive a terrifying sentence---to fight with wild beasts in the amphitheater. In a dream she perceives that she
will be fighting against the devil.

Felicity was 8 months pregnant when she was imprisoned. Felicity was fearful that because of her condition, she would be
separated from the fate of her companions. After a nite of fervent prayer, she went into labor & gave birth to a daughter
whom she was able to entrust to Christian friends.

Felicity, rejoicing that her infant baby was born in safety, “came now blood to blood, from the midwife to the gladiator, to was
after her trial in a second baptism.” A final poignant moment occurred, before meeting the sword, the two young women,
formerly mistress & servant, now sisters in Christ, turned to one another before the jeering crowds and exchanged a kiss.

Santos de la semana: Santos Perpetua y Felicidad, Martires + 203
Hay pocos documentos mas conmovedores de la iglesia primitiva que la pasion de estos primeros martires en la iglesia del
norte de Africa. Perpetua era una joven préspera, casada y madre de un hijo recién nacido, que vivia en Cartago a finales del
siglo 1. A los 22 afios, fue arrestada con su sirvienta Felicity y varios compafieros varones, por violar una prohibicidn contra la
conversidn al cristianismo. Perpetua languideciod en prisién bajo sentencia de muerte. Perpetua emerge como una madre
lactante, separada de su hijo---el dolor de los senos hinchados. Una mujer cristiana, de hecho. Incluso en su juicio, el procénsul
apela a su sentido del deber hacia su padre anciano y su hijo pequeio. Perpetua responde al tribunal simplemente: "Soy
cristiano". Perpetua mira a su padre con genuina piedad por su "infeliz vejez", pero también con tristeza al pensar que él, como
no cristiano, no puede regocijarse en su pasidn como cristiana.

En sus visiones proféticas, Perpetua encuentra la conviccién de que su destino estd ordenado y que su breve sufrimiento la
llevard a la Vida Eterna. Se consuela finalmente al poder confiar a su hijo en buenas manos recibiendo la gracia de soportar lo
que venga. Perpetua y sus companferos reciben una sentencia aterradora: luchar con fieras en el anfiteatro. En un suefo
percibe que luchara contra el diablo.

Felicity estaba embarazada de 8 meses cuando fue encarcelada. Felicity temia que debido a su
condicidn, seria separada del destino de sus companieros. Después de una noche de ferviente
oracién, se puso de parto y dio a luz a una hija a quien pudo confiar a amigos cristianos.

Felicity, regocijandose de que su bebé naciera a salvo, “vino ahora sangre a sangre, de la partera al
gladiador, después de su prueba en un segundo bautismo”. Ocurrié un dltimo momento
conmovedor, antes de encontrarse con la espada, las dos jovenes, anteriormente ama y sirvienta,
ahora hermanas en Cristo, se miraron ante la multitud burlona e intercambiaron un beso.

Doers of the Word Sunday, March 6, 2022, First Sunday of Lent The List

In Gilbert and Sullivan’s operetta, “The Mikado,” The Lord High Executioner named Ko-Ko, sings a song about a list of people
he would happily like to exterminate: “so someday it may happen that a victim must be found / I’'ve got a little list, I've got a
little list / of society’s offenders who live proudly above ground / and who never would be missed, never would be missed...”

The idea of a “list” is provocative. One wonders how many today might have such a list. Lent is a time for “making a list and
checking it twice.”

A man was suffering from an abdominal ailment and was in pain. One night it was unbearable. He pushed his buzzer and the
nurse came into the ward. She washed his face with a cool towel and then administered a pain-killer to him. After some
minutes, the medication took effect and he relaxed. Just as the nurse turned to leave the room, he said, “I really appreciate
you doing this for me.” She explained simply, “no need for thanks, I'm only doing my job.” But he answered, “Ma’am, its
nobody’s job to take care of me. So, when you do this for me, | need to say thanks.” Meister Eckhart wrote, “If the only
prayer you said in your whole life was ‘thank you’ that would suffice.”

Ronald Rolheiser has a list also, quite different than Ko-Ko:

e Jesus takes in hatred, holds it, transforms it and gives back love.

e He takes in bitterness, holds it, transforms it and gives back graciousness.
e He takes in curses, holds them, transforms them and gives back blessing.
e He takes in chaos, holds it, transforms it and gives back order.

e He takes in fear, holds it, transforms it and gives back freedom.

e He takes in jealousy, holds it, transforms it and gives back affirmation.

e He takes in Satan and murder, holds them, transforms them and gives back only .
God and forgiveness.

| think of that scene in To Kill a Mockingbird where the redneck racist, who later tries to

kill Atticus Finch’s children Jem and Scott, meets Atticus at the home of the black folks whose son he is defending and spits in
his face. Atticus, much larger and stronger, could have beaten him to a pulp. Instead, he wiped it off and walked away. He
was not going to become like that man. And Jesus was silent before Pilate. A what might your list look like?

Hacedores de la Palabra Domingo, 6 de marzo de 2022, Primer Domingo de Cuaresma La Lista

En la opereta de Gilbert y Sullivan, "The Mikado", el Lord High Executioner llamado Ko-Ko, canta una cancidn sobre una lista
de personas a las que felizmente le gustaria exterminar: "asi que algun dia puede suceder que se deba encontrar una victima /
I' Tengo una pequefia lista, tengo una pequefia lista / de los delincuentes de la sociedad que viven orgullosamente en la
superficie / y a quienes nunca extrafiaremos, nunca extrafiaremos...”

La idea de una “lista” es provocativa. Uno se pregunta cuantos hoy podrian tener una lista asi. La Cuaresma es un tiempo para
“hacer una lista y revisarla dos veces”.

Un hombre sufria de una dolencia abdominal y tenia dolor. Una noche fue insoportable. Pulsé el timbre y la enfermera entré
en la sala. Le lavd la cara con una toalla fria y luego le administré un analgésico. Después de unos minutos, la medicacién hizo
efecto y se relajé. Justo cuando la enfermera se dio la vuelta para salir de la habitacién, dijo: “Realmente aprecio que haga
esto por mi”. Ella explicd simplemente: "No hay necesidad de agradecer, solo estoy haciendo mi trabajo". Pero él respondié:
“Sefiora, no es trabajo de nadie cuidarme. Entonces, cuando haces esto por mi, necesito darte las gracias”. Meister Eckhart
escribid: "Si la Unica oracién que dijiste en toda tu vida fue 'gracias’, eso seria suficiente".

Ronald Rolheiser también tiene una lista bastante diferente a la de Ko-Ko:

e Jesus acoge el odio, lo retiene, lo transforma y devuelve el amor.

e Toma la amargura, la retiene, la transforma y devuelve la gracia.

e Eltoma las maldiciones, las retiene, las transforma y devuelve la bendicién.

e Acoge el caos, lo retiene, lo transforma y devuelve el orden.

e Toma el miedo, lo retiene, lo transforma y devuelve la libertad.

e Toma los celos, los retiene, los transforma y les devuelve la afirmacion.

e Toma a Satanasy al asesinato, los retiene, los transforma y devuelve sélo a Dios y el perddn.

Pienso en esa escena de Matar a un ruisefior en la que el racista campesino sureio, que luego intenta matar a los hijos de
Atticus Finch, Jem y Scott, se encuentra con Atticus en la casa de los negros cuyo hijo esta defendiendo y le escupe en la cara.

Week Update from Fr. D

Last Thursday, | was asked to give the last rites for a 20-year-old Hispanic American young man born with a disability and
raised by a single mother. He was not my patient but my co-female chaplain. She did not know that the young man was
actively dying, but she thought that maybe they would like to meet a priest and give him the oil for the sick. We went to the
room, and the mother was away. It was her sister who stayed with the patient. She was Face Timing with the patients'
cousins and | was sure the patient experienced much love and affection. We did not want to give the anointing without the
mother, so we asked her sister if we could return once the mother returned. After an hour, we went back, the mother came
with a brace on her left hand. She said she fell and twisted her wrist. | asked where did her sister go? She said in another
room on the same hospital floor to take care of their mother! | mean, what can be more dramatic than that! The doctor
arrived, and we could not do the anointing right away. We gave them the privacy to talk and waited outside. Afterwards, we
entered the room again and started the anointing.

The mother placed the crucifix in his hands while caressing her son’s hair. | tried my very best to do the rite in the most
personal and solemn way possible. The mother was so calm, so strong. | stayed and then left while my co-chaplain remained
with the mother. A few minutes later, after | left, her son died. | thought the Sacrament of the anointing was really meant for
that young man. But honestly, my mind did not stop there. | still

asked, “ What about the grandmother Lord? Why did you allow

the accident of the mother’s hand? Can you give your test one at a

time?” The serenity of the mother of the boy (a single mother!) o

son gave me the answer: “ It is okay Juan. It is okay. God loves &

you.” | see now. One can still experience God’s love in the most [
challenging times. Jesus said: “For my yoke is easy and my burden -
is light.”

Fuimos
a la habitacion y la madre no estaba. Fue su hermana quien se quedd con el paciente. Estuvo haciendo FaceTiming con los
primos de los pacientes y estaba seguro que el paciente experimenté mucho amor y carifio. No queriamos dar la uncién sin la
madre, asi que le preguntamos a su hermana si podiamos regresar una vez que regresara la madre. Después de una hora,
volvimos, la madre vino con un aparato ortopédico en la mano izquierda. Dijo que se cayd y se torcid la mufieca. Le pregunté
a dénde fue su hermana. iDijo en otra habitacidn en el mismo piso del hospital que cuidara de su madre! Quiero decir, iqué
puede ser mas dramatico que eso! Llegd el médico y no pudimos hacer la uncién enseguida. Les dimos la privacidad para
hablar y esperamos afuera. Después, entramos de nuevo en la habitacién y comenzamos la uncidn.

La madre colocd el crucifijo en sus manos mientras acariciaba el cabello de su hijo. Hice todo lo posible para hacer el rito de la
manera mas personal y solemne posible.

Todavia pregunté: “¢Qué
hay de la abuela Sefior? ¢ Por qué permitiste el accidente de la mano de la madre? éPuedes dar tu prueba una a la vez?” La
serenidad de la madre del nifio (juna madre soltera!) y el sonido de su voz mientras cepillaba el cabello de su hijo moribundo
me dio la respuesta: “Estd bien Juan. Esta bien. Dios te ama." Ya lo veo. Todavia se puede experimentar el amor de Dios en los
momentos mas dificiles. Jesus dijo: “Porque mi yugo es facil y ligera mi carga”. (Mt. 11:30)

LENTEN REGULATIONS
Ash Wednesday March 2, 2022
Easter Triduum April 14-17, 2022
1. By the law of God and the custom of the Church, all Christians are required to do penance.
2. The season of Lent retains its penitential character. The days of penance to be observed under obligation are Ash
Wednesday and all Fridays of the Lenten season.
3. Abstinence from meat is to be observed on all Fridays of Lent. Both abstinence and fasting are to be observed on Ash
Wednesday and Good Friday.
a. The law of abstinence:
i. forbids the consumption of meat
ii. binds those who have celebrated their 14th birthday
b. The law of fasting:
i. permits only one full meal a day
ii. binds those who have celebrated their 18th birthday and continues until they have celebrated their 59 th birthday.

4. Pastors and parents should take particular care to educate the young to a true sense of penance and self-discipline. More
frequent use of the Sacrament of Penance and attendance at daily Mass should be encouraged during Lent, as well as other
practices of penance and self-sacrifice.

5. The Fridays of the year outside Lent remain days of penance, but each individual may substitute traditional abstinence from
meat with some other practice of voluntary self-denial or personal penance. These works should be considered a minimal

response to the Lord’s call to penance and conversion of life.

REGLAMENTOS DE CUARESMA

Miércoles de ceniza 2 de marzo de 2022

Triduo Pascual 14-17 de abril de 2022

1. Por la ley de Dios y la costumbre de la Iglesia, todos los cristianos estan obligados a hacer penitencia.

2. El tiempo de Cuaresma conserva su cardcter penitencial. Los dias de penitencia a observar obligatoriamente son el
Miércoles de Ceniza y todos los viernes del tiempo de Cuaresma.

3. La abstinencia de carne debe observarse todos los viernes de Cuaresma. Tanto la abstinencia como el ayuno deben
observarse el Miércoles de Ceniza y el Viernes Santo.

un. La ley de la abstinencia:
I. prohibe el consumo de carne
ii. une a los que han celebrado su 14 cumpleafios
B. La ley del ayuno:
I. permite sdlo una comida completa al dia
ii. une a los que han celebrado su cumpleafios nimero 18 y continta hasta que hayan celebrado su cumpleafios nimero 59.

4. Los parrocos y los padres deben tener especial cuidado en educar a los jovenes en un verdadero sentido de penitenciay
autodisciplina. Se debe alentar el uso mas frecuente del Sacramento de la Penitencia y la asistencia a la Misa diaria durante la
Cuaresma, asi como otras practicas de penitencia y sacrificio personal.

5. Los viernes del afio fuera de Cuaresma siguen siendo dias de penitencia, pero cada uno puede sustituir la tradicional
abstinencia de carne por alguna otra préctica de abnegacion voluntaria o penitencia personal. Estas obras deben considerarse
una respuesta minima a la llamada del Sefior a la penitencia ya la conversion de vida.
