Some years ago, the English comedian and atheist, Stephen Fry was interviewed on TV and the host said to Fry, “Suppose it’s
true, and you walk up to the pearly gates and are confronted by God, what will you say?” Fry responded, “Bone cancer in
children, what'’s that all about? You create a world where there is such misery. That’s not our fault. Why should | respect a
God who creates a world that is full of injustice and pain?” Oh, yes, we ask questions like these. Why are the Ukrainian
people suffering? Why is there so much evil in the world? Why do governments ignore their people and force them to leave
and seek livelihood in other countries? Why do supreme court decisions enhance the death culture?

Are there answers? But, wait a minute. There is Someone higher than us who knows the answers. Doesn’t the fact that He
knows take away the suspense? He is God. He is in control. He knows the answers to the “why” of our troubled world. Does
He point a finger at us? Maybe the answer is in the waiting. People don’t like to wait. His revelation of these disturbing
events is inevitable. s wait and pray a viable answer? Indeed, they are! As is a sense of mystery in our lives.

The poet Rainer Maria Rilke said it well when he advised, “Be patient toward all that is unsolved in your heart and try to love
the questions themselves... Do not now seek the answers which cannot be given you because you would not be able to live
them ... live everything. Live the questions...”

With the questions we enter the world of compassion. And today is Divine Mercy Sunday. We are a community of caregivers,
hospice workers, family, friends, a faith community, meal-makers, card-senders, well-wishers, huggers, pray-ers and
Eucharistic ministers. Most of all, living the question puts us in the company of the suffering Jesus who asked on Calvary, “My
God, my God, why have you forsaken me?” — only after his death to say serenely in the Upper Room, “Itis |, do not be afraid.”
Pope Francis said on the night of his election, “I had an experience of the closeness of God that gave me a great sense of
interior freedom and peace and that sense has never left me.” Let’s feel the freedom
and peace of Easter people! i
