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Doers of the Word May 1, 2022, 3™ Sunday Easter Threes the number!

Jesus goes to the Garden of Gethsemane three times to pray. He takes three apostles with him. Peter denies him
three times. Jesus falls three times on his way to his death. Three are crucified together at Calvary. Jesus hangs three
hours on the cross. After his death and resurrection Jesus appears three times in the guise of a gardener, a housebreak-
er, and a chef. All three appearances coincide with the threefold times of grief, discouragement, and hunger. He ap-
pears to Mary Magdalene who is grief stricken that she thinks Jesus is the gardener. He housebreaks through locked
doors into the Upper Room to the discouraged apostles who are wondering what to do next.

Finally in today’s gospel he appears on the shoreline as a chef with food for the apostles who were trying to go back to
their former lives, but their hearts aren’t in it. They were hungry for something more. As John wrote in today’s gospel,
“This was now the third time Jesus was revealed to his disciples after being raised from the dead.” The three appear-
ances are just enough to make the point: Jesus’ resurrection counters their experiences in our lives: grief, discourage-
ment, and spiritual hunger. Life is not, cannot be, about endless consumption, conceit, and competition. We do not
live on bread alone, even with seventy-five varieties to choose from. We are hungry for relationships that do not ex-
ploit, friendships that do not betray and a God who will make all things new again, even out of senseless tragedies like
the destruction of Ukraine.

Jesus’ cookout is not an answer but a reassurance. It is another form of his, “I am the bread of life ... he who eats this
bread will never die.” The gospel is made for today, highlighting three fundamental human emotions: grief, discourage-
ment, hunger. It is also a gospel of three appearances: do not weep, shalom, come and
eat. Three words, just right for these troubled times

Tres son crucificados juntos en el
Calvario. Jesus cuelga tres horas en la cruz.Después de su muerte y resurreccion, Jesus aparece
tres veces en forma de jardinero, ladrdn de casas y chef. Las tres apariciones coinciden con los
tiempos triples de dolor, desdnimo y hambre. Se le aparece a Maria Magdalena, quien esta desconsolada porque
piensa que Jesus es el jardinero. Rompe la casa a través de puertas cerradas hacia el Aposento Alto hacia los apdstoles
desanimados que se preguntan qué hacer a continuacion.Finalmente, en el evangelio de hoy aparece en la costa como
un chef con comida para los apdstoles que estaban tratando de volver a sus vidas anteriores, pero sus corazones no
estdn en eso. Tenian hambre de algo mas. Como escribié Juan en el evangelio de hoy: “Esta era la tercera vez que Jesus
se revelaba a sus discipulos después de haber resucitado de entre los muertos”.Las tres apariciones son suficientes
para aclarar el punto: la resurreccidn de JesUs contrarresta sus experiencias en nuestras vidas: dolor, desanimo y
hambre espiritual.La vida no es, no puede ser, sobre el consumo, la presuncion y la competencia sin fin. No sélo de pan
vivimos, ni siquiera con setenta y cinco variedades para elegir. Estamos hambrientos de relaciones que no exploten,
amistades que no traicionen y un Dios que hara que todas las cosas sean nuevas, incluso de tragedias sin sentido como
la destruccion de Ucrania.La comida al aire libre de Jesus no es una respuesta sino un consuelo. Es otra forma suya: “Yo
soy el pan de vida... el que come de este pan no morird jamas”.El evangelio esta hecho para hoy, destacando tres
emociones humanas fundamentales: el dolor, el desanimo, el hambre. Es también un evangelio de tres apariencias: no
lloréis, shalom, venid y comed. Tres palabras, justo para estos tiempos dificiles.
