“One Does What One Can”

A story: “Grandpa, what happens when you die?” Grandpa explained it as best he could. Still puzzled, the boy asked,
“Does that mean you won’t be here anymore?” Grandpa nodded, “Yes, that’s true.” “Does that mean you won’t be
able to play catch with me anymore?” “Yes, it does.” “Does it mean you won’t be able to fly a kite with me any-
more?” “Yes, son, it does.” Does it mean you won’t be able to take me fishing anymore?” “Yes, it does.” “Well,
Grandpa, when that time comes, who is going to do these things with me, if you’re not here?”The wise grandfather
explained: When that time comes, it will be time for you to do those things for another little boy.”

The Feast of the Ascension is the official statement that says, “the time has come.” Jesus goes to the Father. Ascen-
sion celebrates the transition from Jesus to the apostles to us. As Jesus said, “You will be

my witnesses to the ends of the earth” and in the gospel, “Go, therefore, and make disci- |

ples of all nations.” ﬁ iy

The 16" century mystic, St. Theresa of Avila, put it this way: it was time for the disciples to B
be Jesus’ voice, his hands, his feet, his presence, his Church. And now it is our turn!

An old Quaker story puts it like this: by accident a lady happened in on a small Quaker con-
gregation. They were all sitting in silence as Quakers are wont to do. “When does the ser-
vice begin?” she whispered to the man sitting near her. His answer: “As soon as the |
meeting is over.”

Jesus has gone to the Father. Ascension says, Let the service begin.

Not to be overly whimsical, but there is a moral in the Chicken Little story we learned as
children. Word had gotten around that the sky was falling. One day the proud and haughty
rooster was walking home and saw Chicken Little lying on his back with his tiny legs sticking
upwards. “What in the world are you doing?” asked the rooster? “The sky is falling,” re-
plied Chicken Little, “and | am holding it up.” The rooster sneered, “What? You think a little
twerp like you can hold back the sky? Ha!” Chicken Little replied with those immortal
words, “One does what one can.” What are you holding up?
