Religious Education News

Registration for Religious Education is now open. Please help us to plan for the upcoming Faith Formation year. You
may register after all the Masses, or during the week in the Parish Office. Forms are available on the table in the gat-
hering area. Deadline is September 25™. Registrations after the deadline will be subject to a $25 late fee.

Even if you registered last year, we need a new registration from each family. This will help us in planning for cate-
chists and materials. Classes will begin on Sunday, October 2nd. A parent information meeting will be held on Wed-
nesday, September 28" at 6pm in the Parish Hall. This is mandatory for parents of Confirmation students.

As a reminder, Confirmation is a two-year program. Students are required to attend both years to receive the Sacra-
ment. Rising 7" graders, and those who did not attend Religious Education last year will be placed in Confirmation

I. Students who attended Confirmation | class regularly this past year will be enrolled in Confirmation II.

Jesus has some practical advice about feasts and banquets. “Don’t embarrass yourself. Don’t sit at the head table only
to be publicly escorted to the main dining room when the guest of honor arrives. Don’t be like the latecomer at a
wedding who sits in the empty seat in the front pew, the one reserved for the bride’s mother. Don’t rush into the taxi
waiting to pick up a celebrity. And don’t park in Father’s spot!”

Jesus goes on: Don’t always invite your in-group against whom you are always measuring yourself, but measure
yourself against the less fortunate; that is, let your heart, your charity, and your compassion move beyond the people
who can pay you back. “Be like your heavenly Father who sends rain on the just and unjust alike and invite the least of
your brethren, those who have no voice, those who never receive an invitation and from whom nothing can be
expected.” For many people, the New Testament story of Jesus feeding the multitude with bread and fish has long
been a source of inspiration for acts of compassion and charity. Many soup kitchens and homeless shelter across the
US are called “Loaves and Fishes” after the story in Mark 6.

For example, a charity in Minnesota named “Loaves and Fishes” aims “to provide nutritious meals to people who are
hungry across Minnesota in an atmosphere of hospitality,” and to help people “meet their basic needs for food, dignity,
and respect” regardless of their background.

Similarly, a North Carolina organization called “Loaves & Fishes” works to provide “nutritionally balanced groceries to
individuals and families in Charlotte-Macklenburg who are in a short-term crisis.”

Another example is a California nonprofit organization called “Sacramento Loaves and
Fishes.” It exits to provide an oasis for homeless men, women, and children in an
environment of welcome, hospitality, safety, and cleanliness.

In Jackson, Wy. our own OLM program “Hearts for the Hungry” serves 300 persons
weekly from Monday to Friday!

UU. se llaman "Panes y Peces" después de la historia
de Marcos 6.

Por ejemplo, una organizacién benéfica en Minnesota llamada "Loaves and Fishes" tiene como objetivo "proporcionar
comidas nutritivas a las personas que pasan hambre en Minnesota en un ambiente de hospitalidad" y ayudar a las
personas a "satisfacer sus necesidades basicas de alimentacion, dignidad y respeto”. independientemente de sus
antecedentes.

De manera similar, una organizacién de Carolina del Norte llamada "Loaves & Fishes" trabaja para proporcionar
"comestibles nutricionalmente equilibrados a personas y familias en Charlotte-Macklenburg que se encuentran en una
crisis a corto plazo".

Otro ejemplo es una organizacién sin fines de lucro de California llamada “Sacramento Loaves and Fishes”. Sale para
proporcionar un oasis para hombres, mujeres y nifios sin hogar en un ambiente de bienvenida, hospitalidad, seguridad
y limpieza.

En Jackson, Wy. iNuestro propio programa OLM "Corazones para los hambrientos" atiende a 300 personas
semanalmente de lunes a viernes!

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Results from “DiscipleMaker Survey”

You may remember that we asked parishioners to participate in a survey back in March, 2022. As we said when
that survey was launched, every parish in
Wyoming participated in this
“DiscipleMaker Survey”, which was
administered by a private consulting
company. We have now received results
for Our Lady of the Mountains.

Overall, 39% of you completed the survey
(that’s really good, according to the
company that administered the survey).
We received input from both English and
Spanish-speaking parishioners, women
and men, younger parishioners, as well as
older.

Your input has produced a large amount of data: both about areas you feel are strengths of our parish as well
as areas where you believe there are opportunities for improvement.

One exciting thing we learned is that 92% of those who completed the survey in our parish said you agree that
the Eucharist IS actually the Body and Blood of Christ. That is over three times more than surveys around our
country have found amongst Catholics! Additionally, 92% of you said you agree that Scripture IS actually the
word of God! Your faith is inspiring!

Now, here are some of the areas that you said need to be improved:

e The biggest area was that you said we needed to work together to better enable parishioners to “share
your faith with others”. This includes speaking about your own faith experiences, as well as talking about
Jesus Christ, in general.

Another area is related to having more young people involved in the parish: specific youth group and youth
activities, as well as higher Mass attendance among young people.

A third area is related to stewardship of time & talent: this included suggestions that more of us are need to
participate in ministries, as well as more parishioners involved in service and outreach activities.

A fourth area was the recommendation that we need to do more to integrate our Latino and Anglo
communities.

The fifth area you noted was that many, many more parishioners need to be inviting others to attend Mass
and to other events at our parish on a more frequent basis.

Our Parish Pastoral Planning Team is now studying these results and is creating strategies as well as specific
methods to address all five of these top priorities you have identified. If YOU would like to help out in one or
more of these areas, please speak to one of the priests or deacons. We will refer you to the appropriate
member of the Pastoral Planning Team.

Resultados de la “Encuesta DiscipleMaker”

Puede recordar que les pedimos a los feligreses que participaran en una encuesta en marzo de 2022. Como dijimos
cuando se lanzd esa encuesta, todas las parroquias de Wyoming participaron en esta "Encuesta DiscipleMaker", que
fue administrada por una empresa de consultoria privada. Ahora hemos recibido resultados para Nuestra Sefora de
las Montafias.

En general, el 39 % de ustedes completd la encuesta (eso es muy bueno, segin la empresa que administré la
encuesta). Recibimos aportes de feligreses de habla inglesa y espafiola, mujeres y hombres, feligreses mas jovenes
y mayores.

Su aportacién ha producido una gran cantidad de datos: tanto sobre las areas que cree que son puntos fuertes de
nuestra parroquia como sobre las areas en las que cree que hay oportunidades de mejora.

Una cosa emocionante que aprendimos es que el 92% de los que completaron la encuesta en nuestra parroquia
dijeron que estan de acuerdo en que la Eucaristia ES en realidad el Cuerpo y la Sangre de Cristo. iEso es mas de tres
veces mas de lo que las encuestas en todo nuestro pais han encontrado entre los catdlicos! Ademads, jel 92% de
ustedes dijo que esta de acuerdo en que la Escritura ES en realidad la palabra de Dios! i Tu fe es inspiradora!

Ahora, estas son algunas de las areas que usted dijo que deben mejorarse:

e El drea mas importante fue que dijo que necesitdbamos trabajar juntos para permitir mejor a los feligreses
"compartir su fe con los demas". Esto incluye hablar sobre sus propias experiencias de fe, asi como hablar sobre
Jesucristo, en general.

e Otra drea esta relacionada con tener mas jévenes involucrados en la parroquia: grupos de jovenes especificos y
actividades juveniles, asi como una mayor asistencia a Misa entre los jévenes.

e Una tercera area estd relacionada con la administraciéon del tiempo y el talento: esto incluye sugerencias de que
mas de nosotros necesitamos participar en los ministerios, asi como mas feligreses involucrados en actividades
de servicio y extension.

e Una cuarta area fue la recomendacion de que debemos hacer mas para integrar a nuestras comunidades latina
y anglosajona.

e Laquinta drea que notd6 fue que
muchos, muchos mas feligreses
necesitan invitar a otros a asistir a
Misa ya otros eventos en nuestra
parroquia con mayor frecuencia.

La exposicidn actual que estard en nuestra parroquia incluye 41 paneles que explican mas de 40 Milagros Eucaristicos
con mapas de paneles histdricos y de paises adicionales. La exposicién, que aparecié por primera vez en el Vaticano, ya
ha visitado mas de 3000 parroquias en lItalia, Estados Unidos, Canada y muchos otros paises, y ha sido traducida a nu-
merosos idiomas. Esta es la exposicién que originalmente planed e ided el Beato Carlos Acutis, el adolescente italiano,
antes de morir en 2006. La Exposicion abrira el fin de semana del 10 al 11 de septiembre de 2022, con una recepcién
en el Salén Parroquial después de cada misa. La entrada es gratuita. Permanecera presente en nuestro salén parroquial
durante algunas semanas después de eso, gracias a la generosidad de la parroquia Holy Trinity en Cheyenne y los
Caballeros de Colén en todo Wyoming.

What is a Eucharistic Miracle?

At every Catholic Mass, following the command of Jesus, Himself, the priest raises the host and says, “Take this, all of
you, and eat it: This is my body, which will be given up for you.” Then he lifts the cup and says, “Take this, all of you,
and drink from it: This is the cup of my blood, the blood of the new and everlasting covenant. It will be shed for you

and for all so that sins may be forgiven. Do this in memory of me.”

The doctrine of transubstantiation, the teaching that bread and wine are converted into the actual flesh and blood of
Jesus Christ, is difficult. When Christ first told his followers of it, many rejected Him. But Jesus did not clarify his
statement or correct their misunderstanding. He simply repeated His command to the disciples at the Last Supper.

Some Christians today still have trouble accepting this teaching.

Throughout history, though, many people have reported miracles that brought them back to the truth. The Church
has recognized over one hundred eucharistic miracles, many of which occurred during times of weakened faith in
transubstantiation.

One of these miracles occurred in 1263: a German priest, Peter of Prague, was struggling with the doctrine of
transubstantiation. While he was saying Mass in Bolseno, Italy, blood
began to stream out of the host and onto the corporal at the moment
of consecration. This was reported to and investigated by Pope Urban
IV, who concluded that the miracle was real. The bloodstained linen is
still exhibited at the cathedral in Orvieto, Italy. Many eucharistic mira-
cles are like the one experienced by Peter of Prague, in which the host
turns into flesh and blood.

A totally different type of eucharistic miracle took place in Avignon,

France, in November 1433. A small church run by the Gray Penitents
of the Franciscan order was exhibiting a consecrated host for perpetual adoration. After several days of heavy rain,
the Sorgue and Rhéne rivers had risen to a dangerous height. On November 30, Avignon was flooded. The head of
the order and another friar rowed a boat to the church, certain that their little church had been destroyed. Instead,
they saw a miracle.

Although water around the church was four feet high, a pathway from the doorway to the altar was perfectly dry,
and the sacred host was untouched. The water had been held back in the same way the Red Sea had parted. Amazed
by what they had seen, the Friars had others from their order come to the church to verify the miracle. The news
spread rapidly, and many townspeople and authorities came to the church, singing songs of praise and of thanks to
the Lord. Still today, the Gray Penitent brothers reunite at the Chapelle des Pénitents Gris every November 30 to
celebrate the memory of the miracle.

Faith, of course, should not be based on miracles alone. Several of the recorded miracles are very old, and it may be
possible to dismiss them. There is no doubt, though, that reports of these miracles have strengthened the faith of
many in the instructions given by Christ and provided avenues for contemplation of the miracle that takes place at
each Mass. The translation of these reports will permit more people to learn of eucharistic miracles and, like others

before them, have their faith in Jesus’ teachings strengthened.

¢Qué es un Milagro Eucaristico?

En cada misa catdlica, siguiendo el mandato de JesUs mismo, el sacerdote levanta la hostia y dice: “Tomad esto todos
y comedlo: esto es mi cuerpo, que sera entregado por vosotros”. Luego levanta la copa y dice: “Tomad y bebed todos
de ella: esta es la copa de mi sangre, la sangre de la alianza nueva y eterna. Sera derramada por ti y por todos para
gue los pecados sean perdonados. Haced esto en memoria mia.

La doctrina de la transubstanciacion, la ensefianza de que el pan y el vino se convierten en la carne y la sangre reales
de Jesucristo, es dificil. Cuando Cristo se lo dijo por primera vez a sus seguidores, muchos lo rechazaron. Pero Jesus no
aclaré su declaracién ni corrigié su malentendido. Simplemente repitié Su mandato a los discipulos en la Ultima Cena.
Algunos cristianos hoy todavia tienen problemas para aceptar esta ensefanza.

Sin embargo, a lo largo de la historia, muchas personas han informado de milagros que los devolvieron a la verdad. La
Iglesia ha reconocido mas de cien milagros eucaristicos, muchos de los cuales ocurrieron durante tiempos de fe
debilitada en la transubstanciacion.

Uno de estos milagros ocurrid en 1263: un sacerdote alemdn, Pedro de Praga, estaba luchando con la doctrina de la
transubstanciacion. Mientras decia misa en Bolseno, Italia, la sangre comenzé a brotar de la hostia y al corporal en el

momento de la consagracién. Esto fue informado e investigado por el Papa Urbano IV, quien concluyd que el milagro

era real. El lino manchado de sangre todavia se exhibe en la catedral de Orvie-
to, Italia. Muchos milagros eucaristicos son como el experimentado por Pedro |
de Praga, en el que la hostia se convierte en carne y hueso.

Un tipo de milagro eucaristico totalmente diferente tuvo lugar en Aviiidn,
Francia, en noviembre de 1433. Una pequefia iglesia dirigida por los Peni- )
tentes Grises de la orden franciscana exhibia una hostia consagrada para ; g\ H
adoracién perpetua. Después de varios dias de fuertes lluvias, los rios Sorgue y Rhéne se habian elevado a una altura
peligrosa. El 30 de noviembre, Avignon se inundd. El jefe de la orden y otro fraile remaron en un bote hasta la iglesia,
seguros de que su pequefia iglesia habia sido destruida. En cambio, vieron un milagro.

Aungue el agua alrededor de la iglesia tenia cuatro pies de altura, un camino desde la puerta hasta el altar estaba
perfectamente seco y la hostia sagrada no habia sido tocada. El agua habia sido retenida de la misma manera que el
Mar Rojo se habia dividido. Asombrados por lo que habian visto, los frailes hicieron que otros de su orden fueran a la
iglesia para verificar el milagro. La noticia corrié rapidamente, y muchos vecinos y autoridades acudieron a la iglesia,
cantando canticos de alabanza y de accién de gracias al Sefor. Todavia hoy, los hermanos Grey Penitent se reinen en
la Chapelle des Pénitents Gris cada 30 de noviembre para celebrar la memoria del milagro.

La fe, por supuesto, no debe basarse Unicamente en los milagros. Varios de los milagros registrados son muy antiguos
y es posible descartarlos. Sin embargo, no hay duda de que los informes de estos milagros han fortalecido la fe de
muchos en las instrucciones dadas por Cristo y han proporcionado vias para la contemplacién del milagro que tiene
lugar en cada Misa. La traduccidn de estos informes permitird que mas personas aprendan de los milagros

eucaristicos y, como otros antes que ellos, ver fortalecida su fe en las ensefanzas de Jesus.
