Doers of the Word Sunday, Sept. 25,2022 Meet John, Gregory & Warren

The gospel message searches for ways to translate truths into social actions. In today’s reading, on one side of the
door, the rich man feasts; on the other side of the door, Lazarus starves. Who holds the key to the door? The answer
to that question begins with the recognition that doors are locked from the inside! Do John, Gregory and Warren have
the key?

John, one of the Fathers of the Church says, “Not to share our wealth with the poor is to rob them and take away their
livelihood. The riches we possess are not our own, but theirs as well.” (St. John Chrysostom).

Gregory, a Benedictine, says “When we provide the needy with their basic needs we are giving them what belongs to
them, not to us.” (Pope St. Gregory the Great)

Warren, who usually makes the year’s list among Forbes’ 40(!) said at a $4600-a-seat fundraiser: “The 400 of us pay a
lower part of our income in taxes than our receptionists do, or our cleaning lady for that matter. If you're in the
luckiest one percent of humanity, you owe it
to the rest of humanity to think about that
other ninety-nine percent.” (Warren Buffett).
That's really all the gospel is saying for
now: Think about the ninety-nine
percent. Open the gate. Lower the
bridge. Notice Lazarus. And then, to the best
of your ability do something about him. Or,
as Jesus might say, “Go and do likewise.”

Warren, quien generalmente aparece en la lista del afio entre los 40 (!) de Forbes, dijo en una recaudacion de fondos
de S 4600 por asiento: "Los 400 de nosotros pagamos una parte mas baja de nuestros ingresos en impuestos que
nuestros recepcionistas, o nuestra sefiora de la limpieza por eso asunto. Si estas en el uno por ciento mas afortunado
de la humanidad, le debes al resto de la humanidad pensar en ese otro noventa y nueve por ciento”. (Warren Buffett).

Eso es realmente todo lo que dice el evangelio por ahora: piensa en el noventa y nueve por ciento. Abre la puerta. Baja
el puente. Note a Lazaro. Y luego, lo mejor que puedas, haz algo al respecto. O, como diria Jesus: “Ve y haz lo mismo”.

Holy Communion Under Both Kinds Resuming!
Effective the first weekend of October (October 1 & 2) we will begin distributing Holy Communion under both species
at Our Lady of the Mountains (Jackson) and Holy Family (Thayne).

As you know, Holy Communion from the chalice was suspended early in 2020 in response to the COVID-19
pandemic. Our Bishop states: “Much discovery has taken place recently about the transmission of this disease, with
confirmation by the medical community that COVID-19 is spread primarily via respiratory droplets. And there is much
less concern about fomite spread and saliva, especially with good hygiene procedures by Ministers of Holy
Communion. Additionally, we now have access to vaccination and effective therapeutics.” Thus, he is authorizing all
parishes to resume using the chalice to distribute the Blood of Christ.

Please remember, reception of Holy Communion under both species should in no way diminish the Church’s teaching
that the entire Christ in contained under only one species: that is, the consecrated bread is both the Body and Blood of
Christ, and the consecrated wine is also both the Body and Blood of Christ. However,

while it is theologically correct to say that the whole and entire Christ is present under one

species, this should not diminish in any way the fuller sign value of a Eucharistic meal ‘

being present in reception of Holy Communion under both kinds. Only priests are , _

required to receive Holy Communion under both species, so no one can tell you that you :

must do this; but, as noted above, there are sound reasons that you may choose to do so. ’

Sangre de Cristo, y el vino consagrado también es tanto el Cuerpo como la Sangre de Cristo. Sin embargo, si bien es
teoldgicamente correcto decir que todo el Cristo esta presente bajo una especie, esto no deberia disminuir de ninguna
manera el valor de signo mas completo de una comida eucaristica que esta presente en la recepcion de la Sagrada
Comunidn bajo ambas especies. Solo los sacerdotes estan obligados a recibir la Sagrada Comunidn bajo ambas
especies, por lo que nadie puede decirle que debe hacer esto; pero, como se indicé anteriormente, existen buenas
razones por las que puede optar por hacerlo.

Estamos verdaderamente bendecidos de que, a medida que continuamos estos tres afios dedicados a la Eucaristia,
especialmente a nuestro enfoque en el hecho de que Jesucristo estd verdaderamente presente en la Eucaristia,
podamos reanudar la practica de recibir la Sagrada Comunion bajo ambas especies.



VACTICAN INTERNATIONAL EXHIBITION: EUCHARISTIC MIRACLES OF THE WORLD

CURRENTLY Our Lady of the Mountains Catholic Church in Jackson is hosting the Vatican Interna-
tional Exhibition: Eucharistic Miracles of the World. This photographic exhibit, originally de-

signed by the Italian teenager, Blessed Carlos Acutis, features a wide array of over 40 different Eu-

charistic miracles.

One of the best known is the miracle that took place in Lanciano, Italy in 750 A.D. During Mass, and to the shock of the priest
and all present, the bread and wine turned physically into visible flesh and blood. This miracle has been studied numerous
times over the centuries. In 1973, the World Health Organization spent 15 months and administered over 500 tests and found
the flesh to be human heart tissue. The blood samples were type AB (the same as that found on the Shroud of Turln) and both
the blood and the flesh reacted as fresh tissue. The miraculous Flesh and Blood can still be
viewed today at St. Francis Church in Lanciano, Italy.

Plan on spending an hour or two and be amazed how, over the centuries, Jesus has
continued to make His presence known to man through these Eucharistic miracles.

The exhibit, organized by the Jackson Council of the Knights of Columbus, will be open for
two hours following every weekend Mass on September 24 & 25, and October 1 &

2. Weekend Mass times are: Saturdays at 5:30 pm, and Sundays at 8:00 am, 10:00 am, and
12:00 pm. Everyone is invited to come and read the stories of the Eucharistic miracles.
Please let your family and friends know about this beautiful exhibit. Admission is free.

EXPOSICION INTERNACIONAL VACTICANA: MILAGROS EUCARISTICOS DEL MUNDO
ACTUALMENTE, la Iglesia Catdlica Our Lady of the Mountains en Jackson serd la sede de la
Exposicion Internacional del Vaticano: Milagros Eucaristicos del Mundo. Esta exposicidon
fotogréfica, disefiada originalmente por el adolescente italiano Beato Carlos Acutis, presenta una amplia gama de mas de 40
milagros eucaristicos diferentes.

Uno de los mds conocidos es el milagro que tuvo lugar en Lanciano, Italia en el afio 750 d.C. Durante la Misa, y para sorpresa
del sacerdote y de todos los presentes, el pan y el vino se convirtieron fisicamente en carne y sangre visibles. Este milagro ha
sido estudiado numerosas veces a lo largo de los siglos. En 1973, la Organizacién Mundial de la Salud pasé 15 meses y
administré mds de 500 pruebas y descubrié que la carne era tejido de corazédn humano. Las muestras de sangre eran del tipo
AB (las mismas que se encuentran en la Sdbana Santa de Turin) y tanto la sangre como la carne reaccionaron como tejido
fresco. La carne y la sangre milagrosas todavia se pueden ver hoy en la iglesia de San Francisco en Lanciano, Italia.
Planee pasar una o dos horas y sorpréndase de cdmo, a lo largo de los siglos, Jesus ha continuado dando a conocer Su
presencia al hombre a través de estos milagros eucaristicos.

La exhibicidn, organizada por el Jackson Council of the Knights of Columbus, estara abierta durante dos horas después de
cada misa de fin de semana el 24 y 25 de septiembre y el 1y 2 de octubre. Los horarios de misa de fin de semana son :
