Bishops Emergency Disaster Second Collection

As we stand in solidarity and pray for those communities that have been impacted by Hurricane lan, Most Reverend
José H. Gomez, Archbishop of Los Angeles and President of the USCCB, has asked the faithful to consider giving to the
USCCB Emergency Disaster Fund. In response to this request, the Diocese of Cheyenne will take up a special collection
on the weekend of October 29-30, 2022.

Funds collected in this special appeal will become part of the Bishops Emergency Disaster Fund and will be used to sup-
port the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops for pastoral and reconstruction needs of the Church, as well as
the efforts of Catholic Charities USA and/or Catholic Relief Services, the official relief agencies of the U.S. Catholic
Church, as they and their local agencies/partners respond to immediate emergency needs and aid in long-term rebuild-
ing and recovery efforts. Funds will be used in response to the hurricanes and the impact of subsequent flooding and
tornados and any other disasters that occur and will be distributed
where they are most needed. However, if such purpose(s) become
unnecessary, impractical, or impossible to fill, USCCB may use such
contributions for other emergency disaster relief where it is most
needed as determined by the Committee on National Collections
using its emergency response protocol.

Doers of the Word  Sunday, October 9, 2022 Outcasts, not welcomed?

Lepers, according to biblical law, were excluded, marginalized outcasts. Jesus meets a group of them on his way into a
village. Jesus astonished his followers by speaking to the lepers. He sends them to the priest to be cured and sent
back into society. They go off and are cured on the way.

Again Jesus does what surprises the people. He chose a despised tax collector for an apostle. Jesus got a nasty reputa-
tion for welcoming and eating with sinners. He allowed a sinner to anoint his feet. He cured the servant of the hated
occupying Roman centurion. On the way to Calvary, he accepted the help of a foreigner from Cyrene and died with
two outcasts on either side. Jesus constantly calls outsiders inside and ministers to them.

Ours is also a world of outsiders: Israelis and Palestinians, Sunni and Shiite Muslims, hiomeless and housed, impris-
oned and free black and white, criminal and law-abiding, poor and rich, gays and straights, sinners and saints, wicked
and worthy.

How do we treat those we consider outcasts? The movie Philadelphia with Tom Hanks playing a lawyer with AIDS is a
powerful expose of the wounds of exclusion and discrimination. The late Cardinal John O’Connor of New York emptied
the bedpans of AIDS patients - today's lepers - at St. Vincent’s Hospital. He was not interested at the moment how
these men contracted the disease. All he knew was that right now they were isolated and needed care and companion-
ship. They were outcasts and he was inviting them to a community of compassion and into a church that opened its
heart for those wretched who need it most.

Attitudes that are harsh, judgmental, excluding, unforgiving are clearly not the way of Jesus! If our attitudes are con-
trary to His way, then we defeat the gospel and validate Oscar Wilde’s painful words, “As one looks through the pages
of history, one is positively sickened, not by the crimes of the wicked but by the punishments of the just.”

Hacedores de la Palabra Domingo, 9 de octubre de 2022 ¢Proscritos, no bien-
venidos?

Los envia al sacerdote para que los cure y
los envie de vuelta a la sociedad. Se van y se curan en el camino.

Nuevamente Jesus hace lo que sorprende a la gente. Escogid a un recaudador
de impuestos despreciado como apdstol. Jesus obtuvo una mala reputacién por
dar la bienvenida y comer con los pecadores. Permitid que un pecador ungiera
sus pies. Curd al sirviente del odiado centurién romano ocupante. Camino del
Calvario, aceptd la ayuda de un extranjero de Cirene y murié con dos marginados a cada lado. Jesus llama constante-
mente a los de afuera y los ministra.

El nuestro también es un mundo de forasteros: israelies y palestinos, musulmanes sunitas y chiitas, sin hogar y con
vivienda, encarcelados y libres, blancos y negros, criminales y respetuosos de la ley, pobres y ricos, homosexuales y
heterosexuales, pecadores y santos, malvados y dignos.

¢Cémo tratamos a los que consideramos marginados? La pelicula Philadelphia con Tom Hanks interpretando a un abo-
gado con SIDA es una poderosa exposicion de las heridas de la exclusion y la discriminacion. El difunto cardenal John
O'Connor de Nueva York vacio los orinales de los pacientes con SIDA, los leprosos de hoy, en el Hospital St. Vincent. No
le interesd por el momento como estos hombres contrajeron la enfermedad. Todo lo que sabia era que en este momen-
to estaban aislados y necesitaban atencion y compaiiia. Eran marginados y él los estaba invitando a una comunidad de
compasion ya una iglesia que abria su corazon a los desdichados que mds lo necesitaban.

iLas actitudes que son duras, criticas, excluyentes, que no perdonan claramente no son el camino de Jesus! Si nuestras
actitudes son contrarias a Su camino, entonces derrotamos el evangelio y validamos las dolorosas palabras de Oscar
Wilde: “Cuando uno mira a través de las paginas de la historia, uno se enferma positivamente, no por los crimenes de
los malvados sino por los castigos de los justos.”
