Carlo Acutis: On the Road to Emmaus.

Carlo Acutis, born in 1991 and died in 2006 of Promyelocytic leukemia, will be the first 21st century adolescent to be
a canonized saint. The first saint to enter Heaven with a cell-phone in his hand, to have used a computer, sent
emails, done research on Google, and found answers to his questions.

When St. Luke wrote the story of Emmaus he was writing for a community facing the question of death and with
death, the feeling of isolation, loss, distress, and, often as in the case of Carlo, relief, for it was a hard departure.

The first step to healing is to open up the Scriptures. We read of Jesus saying, “l am the Resurrection and the life, he
who believes in me shall never die.” Carlo believed in Jesus. “The one who would save his life will lose it, but the
one who loses his life for my sake shall find it.” Carlo, in his gifts to his family and to his church, and his suffering,
often “lost” his life.

The second step to healing according to St. Luke is that Jesus is recognized in the breaking of bread, this is why Carlo
often said, “My Highway to Heaven is the Eucharist.” In the Eucharist we are not alone either in life or death, but
that we recognize Jesus is at table with us. Carlo, who so often broke bread daily from his 1st Communion to his
death, now knows that he was never alone.

The third step to healing Luke gives us is coming to terms with death is community. You notice at the end of the sto-
ry, the first thing the disciples did when they got the good news of the Scriptures and recognized Jesus in the break-
ing of the bread, they turned around and went back to the community at Jerusalem.

Carlo knew all about this because he was a force among the youth of his
community In Milan, Italy. This young adolescent with his computer and
camera going around the world documenting eucharistic miracles, finding
answers with his friend “Google”!

Luke’s formula still works - Scripture, Eucharist, Community. Carlo tested
this formula for some brief years. He mattered to his family and friends. He
matters to us. He should. He made a difference, and that is good. He made
us laugh, which is even better. His journey is completed. How are we doing
on our journey to Emmaus?

Carlo Acutis: Camino a Emaus.

Carlo Acutis, nacido en 1991 y fallecido en 2006 de leucemia promielocitica,
serd el primer adolescente del siglo XXI en ser canonizado. El primer santo
que entro al cielo con un teléfono celular en la mano, usé una computadora, envid correos electrénicos, investigd en
Google y encontro respuestas a sus preguntas.

Cuando San Lucas escribid la historia de Emaus, estaba escribiendo para una comunidad que enfrentaba la cuestién
de la muerte y con la muerte, el sentimiento de aislamiento, pérdida, angustia y, a menudo, como en el caso de Car-
lo, alivio, porque era un duro partida.

El primer paso para la sanidad es abrir las Escrituras. Leemos de Jesus diciendo: “Yo soy la resurreccién y la vida, el
que cree en mi no morird jamas”. Carlo creia en Jesus. “El que quiera salvar su vida, |la perdera, pero el que pierda su
vida por causa de mi, la encontrard”. Carlo, en sus dones a su familia ya su iglesia, y su sufrimiento, a menudo
“perdia” la vida.

El segundo paso para la curacién seglin San Lucas es que se reconoce a Jesus al partir el pan, por eso Carlo solia de-
cir: “Mi camino al cielo es la Eucaristia”. En la Eucaristia no estamos solos ni en la vida ni en la muerte, sino que
reconocemos que Jesus estd a la mesa con nosotros. Carlo, quien tan a menudo partia el pan todos los dias desde su
Primera Comunidn hasta su muerte, ahora sabe que nunca estuvo solo.

El tercer paso para la curacidon que nos da Lucas es aceptar la muerte en comunidad. Notas al final de la historia, lo
primero que hicieron los discipulos cuando recibieron las buenas noticias de las Escrituras y reconocieron a Jesus al
partir el pan, se dieron la vuelta y regresaron a la comunidad de Jerusalén.

Carlo sabia todo esto porque era una fuerza entre la juventud de su comunidad en Mildn, Italia. jEste joven adoles-
cente con su computadora y su camara va por el mundo documentando milagros eucaristicos, encontrando
respuestas con su amigo “Google”!

La férmula de Lucas todavia funciona: Escritura, Eucaristia, Comunidad. Carlo probé esta formula durante unos
breves afios. Le importaba a su familia y amigos. El nos importa. El deberia. Hizo la diferencia, y eso es bueno. Nos
hizo reir, lo cual es aun mejor. Su viaje estd completo. ¢ COmo vamos en nuestro viaje a Emaus?

But | was shy to openly talk about it because | wasn’t sure whether | could do
it or was allowed to do it. It is my dream to dedicate my last remaining years in active ministry to the needs of those
who can no longer physically come to church because of old age, infirmity, or because they are in prison. | thought
that when parishioners are in these situations, the church should be the one to go to them. This is what | now feel
called to do.

With the support of our Bishop, | have been granted one year away from the Diocese of Cheyenne to continue my
chaplaincy training. It is my goal to become a certified chaplain. My training will be at St. Mary’s Hospital in Rich-
mond, Virginia. The program will start on August 28, 2023, and end on August 30, 2024. | am sure the Lord will
show me which particular chaplaincy ministry is right for me one day. Therefore, effective June 30, 2023, | will re-
sign as Pastor of Our Lady of the Mountains and the missions of Holy Family and the Chapel of the Sacred Heart in
Grand Teton National Park. Fr. Phil and Deacon Doug will share the responsibility of managing the parish and its
missions until the Bishop comes up with a permanent plan. | intend to take my annual vacation first before | report
to Virginia.

| have cherished my time here in Jackson and Star Valley. It is with very mixed feelings that | am leaving you. You
are people who love your faith and your church, who act out that love in your daily
lives, and who support and care for your priests. | thank you for that.

| also know that my leaving leaves you, again, with a pastor who is departing be-
fore the end of his six-year assignment. | sincerely apologize for that. | must follow
what | believe is God’s voice speaking to me. While | cannot definitively tell you
who will be your new pastor, you need to know that Bishop Steven does have a
plan, and he will be sharing that with all of us very soon. God bless us all, and
Happy Divine Mercy Sunday!
