Doers of the Word 4th Sunday Easter, April 30, 2023
Peter’s First Letter

The short first letter of St. Peter, portions read in today’s Mass, of five chapters, was a response to Christians who
wanted an explanation of the meaning of suffering. Why does God allow it? Can a good result? Does God
care? They were asking the questions that occur to us today. On the subject of suffering, Peter makes an ideal
counselor for readers then and now. He had been flogged and imprisoned for his own faith, once even expecting
execution (Acts 12).

The letter reveals that suffering is temporary, to be endured only for “a little while” (1:6; 5:10). Skeptics have criti-
cized the church for stressing a future life rather than improving this one. “You promise pie-in-the-sky by and by”
they taunt. But to Peter’s readers that message was as tangible and nourishing as food. According to Peter, our
hope that suffering will one day cease is not a mirage, but a “living hope”(1:3) in the one who has conquered death.

Although the letter was originally written to people in severe danger, its lessons apply to all of us, for we all experi-
ence pain of some kind. Why don’t things work out the way we want them to? Is God trying to tell us some-
thing? Peter gives answers. As you read, try to apply what he says to your own situation.

Peter was more of a preacher than writer and structured his letter like a rambling sermon. Look for 34 direct com-
mands he included and wonder if you can follow them! Peters’ reliance on common figures of speech - a corner-
stone, a lamb, a shepherd - makes the letter very quotable.

It only takes about 10 minutes to read 1 Peter. It will take longer if you use a Study or
Commentary Bible. Pay close attention to “macho males”, not good role mod-
els, in Chapter 5:15! Happy reading!

Hacedores de la Palabra 42 Domingo de Pascua, 30 de abril de 2023
Primera carta de Pedro

La breve primera carta de San Pedro, partes leidas en la Misa de hoy, de cinco capitu-
los, fue una respuesta a los cristianos que querian una explicacion del significado del
sufrimiento. ¢Por qué Dios lo permite? ¢ Puede un buen resultado? ¢ A Dios le importa?
Estaban haciendo las preguntas que se nos ocurren hoy. Sobre el tema del sufrimien-
to, Peter es un consejero ideal para los lectores de entonces y de ahora. Habia sido
azotado y encarcelado por su propia fe, una vez incluso esperando la ejecucién (Hechos 12).

La carta revela que el sufrimiento es temporal, para ser soportado sélo por “un poco de tiempo” (1:6; 5:10). Los
escépticos han criticado a la iglesia por enfatizar una vida futura en lugar de mejorar esta. “Prometes un pastel en el
cielo poco a poco”, se burlan. Pero para los lectores de Pedro ese mensaje era tan tangible y nutritivo como la
comida. Segun Pedro, nuestra esperanza de que un dia cesard el sufrimiento no es un espejismo, sino una
“esperanza viva” (1,3) en aquel que ha vencido a la muerte.

Aunque la carta fue escrita originalmente para personas en grave peligro, sus lecciones se aplican a todos nosotros,
ya que todos experimentamos algun tipo de dolor. ¢Por qué las cosas no salen como queremos? ¢Esta Dios tra-
tando de decirnos algo? Pedro da respuestas. Mientras lee, trate de aplicar lo que dice a su propia situacion.

Peter era mas un predicador que un escritor y estructurd su carta como un sermdn incoherente. jBusque los 34 co-
mandos directos que incluyd y pregulntese si puede seguirlos! La confianza de Peters en figuras retdricas comunes
(una piedra angular, un cordero, un pastor) hace que la carta sea muy citable.

Solo se necesitan unos 10 minutos para leer 1 Pedro. Tomard mas tiempo si usa una Biblia de estudio o comentario.
iPreste mucha atencién a los "machos varones", que no son buenos modelos a seguir, en el Capitulo 5:15! jFeliz
lectura!

With the support of our Bishop, | have been granted one year away from the Diocese of Cheyenne to continue my
chaplaincy training. It is my goal to become a certified chaplain. My training will be at St. Mary’s Hospital in Rich-
mond, Virginia. The program will start on August 28, 2023, and end on August 30, 2024. | am sure the Lord will
show me which particular chaplaincy ministry is right for me one day. Therefore, effective June 30, 2023, | will re-
sign as Pastor of Our Lady of the Mountains and the missions of Holy Family and the Chapel of the Sacred Heart in
Grand Teton National Park. Fr. Phil and Deacon Doug will share the responsibility of managing the parish and its
missions until the Bishop comes up with a permanent plan. | intend to take my annual vacation first before | report
to Virginia.

| have cherished my time here in Jackson and Star Valley. It is with very mixed feelings that | am leaving you. You
are people who love your faith and your church, who act out that love in your daily
lives, and who support and care for your priests. | thank you for that.

| also know that my leaving leaves you, again, with a pastor who is departing be-
fore the end of his six-year assignment. | sincerely apologize for that. | must follow
what | believe is God’s voice speaking to me. While | cannot definitively tell you
who will be your new pastor, you need to know that Bishop Steven does have a
plan, and he will be sharing that with all of us very soon. God bless us all, and
Happy Divine Mercy Sunday!
