Doers of the Word  August 27, 2023 - 21st OT Unlikely leaders?

Did Peter have what was needed to keep the keys of the Kingdom? Peter, who had led the others in vowing their
loyalty, denied even knowing Jesus (Matthew 26:69-75). In today’s Gospel Jesus’ treatment of Peter shows that
failure is not an unforgivable act. In fact, it seems to be necessary to create character. It is not meant to elimi-
nate but to transform the weak and wavering. Christ does not look for perfect people but for faithful followers
who will experience His forgiveness, and move on to learn and grow A great lesson for all of us.

Did James and John and the others eventually get the message? Did they drink the chalice Jesus drank? About
twelve years after Jesus’ death, James was the first apostle to suffer martyrdom. Tradition adds that Andrew was
tied to a cross. Bartholomew was skinned alive, Peter was crucified upside down in Rome, the other James was
thrown from the temple pinnacle, Thomas was run through with a lance in the east Indies, Matthias was stoned
and beheaded, Jude was pierced with arrows, Philip was hanged in Phrygia. Only John escaped torture.

Followers of Jesus stand in solidarity with the world’s most famous foot-washer. Do we?

Remember those old folktales where the high and the mighty decide, in a moment of grace, to go in disguise
among the “ordinary people" to get their perspective on life? In the
movies you have “Sullivan’s Travels” where a movie producer puts
on the clothes and life-style of a bum; “The Prince and the Pauper”
where twins, one a prince and one a pauper, change places; and
Ebenezer Scrooge who is forced out of his isolation to witness the
household of Bob Cratcthit. All learn to see through other’s eyes,
and they become wiser and better leaders for it. Do we?
