Doers of the Word Sunday, Oct. 13, 2024 The Man Who Almost Had It All

Mark Twain’s Huckleberry Finn says it well: “It ain’t the parts of the Bible | don’t understand that bother me; it’s
the parts | do understand.”

Today’s gospel is one of those Bible parts we do understand but in a way, “resent” (along with two other parts:
Luke 6:27-38 and John 6). The gospel is basically talking about money and we don’t want to hear it. Not only in the
sense that “they” (preachers) are always talking about money (not true!) but because money is such a personal
matter. It’s nobody’s business how much | make or don’t make, or how | spend my money.

He was young, well-mannered, well-educated, and well-off. He was sincere and honest. He may even have been
an engaging personality with a charming smile. The guy had everything - except eternal life .

He could have had that as well, but he would have had to get rid of his money to follow Jesus. Jesus said elsewhere
that no one can serve both God and money (Mt. 6:24). And this man was living proof of that principle. In ap-
proaching Jesus, he came to a fork in the road. He had to - = -

choose whether he would serve money or serve the Lord. Ap-
parently he chose money.

Jesus never criticizes people simply for being rich. Scripture
does not condemn those who possess or accumulate mon-
ey. But Jesus warned people about what he called “the de-
ceitfulness of riches” (Mark 4:19). He understood the attrac-
tive yet ultimately fatal act of substituting money for God.

There are many people today working to attain sizable as-
sets. Others live paycheck to paycheck and find themselves
sick with envy over their friends’ or relatives’ possessions, or
they have fallen into crushing debt as a result of living beyond
their means. Sooner or later all of these people must decide
whether stuff or God will rule. They will ask the same question
the rich young man asked Jesus: “What shall | do that | may
inherit eternal life? (10:17)

Only God can give eternal life (10:27). He gives life freely and
graciously to those who follow Him (10:29).

Let us reflect on what St. Paul says about money in his first
letter to Timothy 6:6-19. Paul ridicules the idea that God dis-
penses wealth in response to our obedience (I Tim 6:5). That
notion launches him into a discussion of money worth careful study. He addresses three categories of people:
those who want to get rich (6:6-10), those who want to honor God (6:11-16), and those who are already rich and
want to honor God (6:17-19).

As we consider these challenging teachings, God can make us aware of our deepest desires: richness or righteous,
earthly treasure or heavenly treasure

As David Brooks summed it up in one of his columns, “We need to be more communal in an age that is overly indi-
vidualistic; we need to be more morally minded in an age that is overly utilitarian; we need to be more spiritually
literate in an age that is overly materialistic; we need to be more emotionally intelligent in an age that is overly cog-
nitive.... We need to be infused with the sense that we have souls not just bodies, vocations and not just careers,
that sex is not just a physical act but a fusion of loving souls, that marriage is a covenant.”

We hear stories of a rich young man, a good Samaritan, prodigal sons, mountaintop beatitudes, golden rules, sto-
ries of people of sacrifice, decency, and faithfulness. But in order to hear them, we’ve got to turn down the noise,
lay down the smartphone, give away some of the “stuff” that is suffocating our spirit, and spend some time in quiet
reflection, communal prayer, spiritual reading. Happily, We are seeing (doing) this at OLM.




Hacedores de la Palabra Domingo 13 de octubre de 2024 El hombre que casi lo tenia todo

Huckleberry Finn, de Mark Twain, lo dice bien: “No son las partes de la Biblia que no entiendo las que me molestan;
son las partes las que si entiendo”.

El evangelio de hoy es una de esas partes de la Biblia que entendemos pero que en cierto modo
“resentimos” (junto con otras dos partes: Lucas 6:27-38 y Juan 6). El evangelio basicamente habla de dinero y no
gueremos escucharlo. No sélo en el sentido de que “ellos” (predicadores) siempre estan hablando de dinero (ino
es cierto!), sino porque el dinero es un asunto muy personal. No es asunto de nadie cuanto gano o no gano, o
cémo gasto mi dinero.

Era joven, educado, bien educado y acomodado. Era sincero y honesto. Incluso puede haber sido una personalidad
atractiva con una sonrisa encantadora. El chico lo tenia todo, excepto la vida eterna.

El también podria haber hecho eso, pero habria tenido que deshacerse de su dinero para seguir a Jesus. Jesus dijo
en otra parte que nadie puede servir a Dios y al dinero (Mt. e

6:24). Y este hombre era una prueba viviente de ese princip- -

io. Al acercarme a Jesus, llegué a una bifurcaciéon en el
camino. Tuvo que elegir si serviria al dinero o serviria al Se-
fior. Al parecer eligié el dinero.

JesUs nunca critica a la gente simplemente por ser rica. Las
Escrituras no condenan a quienes poseen o acumulan dine-
ro. Pero Jesus advirtid a la gente sobre lo que llamé “el
engafio de las riquezas” (Marcos 4:19). Entendid el acto at-
ractivo pero finalmente fatal de sustituir a Dios por dinero.

Hoy en dia hay muchas personas que trabajan para conse-
guir activos considerables. Otros viven de sueldo en sueldo
y se sienten enfermos de envidia por las posesiones de sus
amigos o familiares, o han caido en deudas abrumadoras
como resultado de vivir por encima de sus posi-
bilidades. Tarde o temprano todas estas personas deben
decidir si gobernaran las cosas o Dios. Haradn la misma
pregunta que el joven rico le hizo a Jesus: “éQué haré para
heredar la vida eterna? (10:17)

Sélo Dios puede dar vida eterna (10:27). El da vida gratuita'y
bondadosamente a quienes lo siguen (10:29).

Reflexionemos sobre lo que dice San Pablo sobre el dinero
en su primera carta a Timoteo 6,6-19. Pablo ridiculiza la idea de que Dios reparte riquezas en respuesta a nuestra
obediencia (I Tim 6:5). Esa nocién lo lanza a una discusién sobre el dinero que merece un estudio cuidadoso. Se
dirige a tres categorias de personas: los que quieren enriquecerse (6:6-10), los que quieren honrar a Dios (6:11-16)
y los que ya son ricos y quieren honrar a Dios (6:17 -19).

Al considerar estas desafiantes ensefianzas, Dios puede hacernos conscientes de nuestros deseos mas profundos:
riqueza o justicia, tesoro terrenal o tesoro celestial.

Como lo resumidé David Brooks en una de sus columnas: “Necesitamos ser mas comunitarios en una época que es
demasiado individualista; necesitamos tener una mentalidad mas moral en una época demasiado utilitaria; nece-
sitamos ser mas alfabetizados espiritualmente en una época demasiado materialista; Necesitamos ser mas inteli-
gentes emocionalmente en una época que es demasiado cognitiva.... Necesitamos que se nos infunda la sensacién
de que tenemos alma, no sélo cuerpo, vocaciones y no sélo carreras, que el sexo no es sélo un acto fisico sino una
fusion de almas amorosas, que el matrimonio es un pacto”.

Escuchamos historias de un joven rico, un buen samaritano, hijos prodigos, bienaventuranzas en la cima de una
montafia, reglas de oro, historias de personas de sacrificio, decencia y fidelidad. Pero para poder escucharlos, tene-
mos que bajar el ruido, dejar el teléfono inteligente, deshacerse de algunas de las “cosas” que estan sofocando
nuestro espiritu y pasar algun tiempo en reflexidn tranquila, oracién comunitaria y lectura espiritual. Felizmente,
estamos viendo (haciendo) esto en OLM.

Stewardship Corner

(Each week this “Stewardship Corner” provides a short teaching, directly from the Bible, about what Christian Stew-
ardship really is.)

October 13,2024 28" Sunday in Ordinary Time

This Sunday we read from Mark 10:17-30, often called “the story of the rich young man”. Remember? A man runs
up to Jesus, and, kneeling, asks Jesus “what must | do to inherit eternal life?” It seems that this man, honestly, is
asking Jesus what he must do to be saved.

After Jesus tells him to follow the 10 Commandments, the man says he has followed them since his youth. Then Je-
sus, saying that only one thing remains, tells him: “sell everything you have, give to the poor, and follow me”. The
man “went away sad, because he had many possessions”.

Jesus, the Son of God—God, himself—tells the man how to get into Heav-
en. But the man cannot do what Jesus asks. He's trapped by his posses-
sions. His possessions actually OWN him!

We must ask ourselves how WE are like that “rich young man”. No, it’s not
likely that Jesus wants US to sell everything and give it to the poor. But, how
many of us are trapped by our possessions? How many of us actually “love”
our possessions more than we love God? For how many of us is our “stuff”
more important than following Jesus?

We all need to ask ourselves, “What do | own? And what owns me?”

Everything we have is a gift from God. Of course, God expects us to use
those gifts to support ourselves and our families. But God also intends for
us to use those gifts to assist others in need, as well as support His Church.

Parece que este
hombre, sinceramente, le esta preguntando a Jesus qué debe hacer para ser salvo.

Después de que Jesus le dice que siga los Diez Mandamientos, el hombre dice que los ha seguido desde su juventud.
Entonces Jesus, diciendo que sdlo queda una cosa, le dice: “vende todo lo que tienes, ddselo a los pobres y sigue-
me”. El hombre “se fue triste, porque tenia muchas posesiones”.

Jesus, el Hijo de Dios, Dios mismo, le dice al hombre cémo llegar al cielo. Pero el hombre no puede hacer lo que
Jesus le pide. Esta atrapado por sus posesiones. jSus posesiones en realidad son DUENAS de él!

Debemos preguntarnos en qué nos parecemos a ese “joven rico”. No, no es probable que Jesus quiera que NO-
SOTROS vendamos todo y se lo demos a los pobres. Pero, écudntos de nosotros estamos atrapados por nuestras
posesiones? ¢Cuantos de nosotros realmente “amamos” nuestras posesiones mas de lo que amamos a Dios? ¢Para
cuantos de nosotros nuestras “cosas” son mas importantes que seguir a Jesus?

Todos debemos preguntarnos: “éQué tengo? ¢Y quién es mi dueiio?

Todo lo que tenemos es un regalo de Dios. Por supuesto, Dios espera que usemos esos dones para sustentarnos a
nosotros mismos y a nuestras familias. Pero Dios también quiere que usemos esos dones para ayudar a otros nece-
sitados, asi como para apoyar a Su Iglesia.
