In his short and profound book LET US DREAM, Pope Francis calls us to engage in dia- "L /‘s

logue and discernment. He analyzes the dangerous deficiencies of people “who are aller- '

gic to uncertainty and want to reduce everything to black and white. And it [discernment] is quite impossible for ide-
alogues, fundamentalists and anyone else who is held back by a rigid mindset. But discernment is vital if we want to
create a better future.” (Pope Francis, Let Us Dream: The Path to a Better Future. 2020. P. 54)

Jesus discerns the truth of the situation with the woman. He bends down and writes in the dirt. He straightens up
and speaks the truth. Yes, the woman is in error, but so are those who want to stone her.

Let's drop our stones. Let’s hear Jesus’s challenge to us today. He does not condemn. He simply says, “Go, and... do
not sin any more.”

“Has no one condemned you?” He asked the woman. Her three words: “No one, Lord.”

Dear Parishioners,
Regarding Church Teaching on Eucharistic Adoration.

As Catholics, we know and respect that the Pope and the Bishops are the “authentic teachers” in our faith. As stated
in the Catechism of the Catholic Church, “to the Bishops, Christ has entrusted the office of teaching, sanctifying,
governing in his name” (CCC 9873).

Bishop Steven, our shepherd here in Jackson and throughout Wyoming, has visited our parish several times over the
past few months and given us some instruction in a few different areas. One of those areas is that he has directed
us that “Exposition and Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament is to be done on the altar at the main Church”, not in
the Chapel behind the altar. That instruction is definitive.

Additionally, we note that Saint Pope John Paul Il (in his encyclical letter, Ecclesia et Eucharistia, no. 25: AAS95
(2003) pp. 449-450) stated that Exposition and Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament is “strictly linked to the celebra-
tion of the Eucharistic Sacrifice (Mass)”, and thereby it is to be at the Altar of Sacrifice.

Bishop, from this time on, we will do Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament only at
