Doers of the Word  4th Sunday of Lent, March 15, 2026 Spiritual Blindness

Imagine being blind from birth, not being able to see the people we love and the world around us. Then to add
insult to injury, people insinuate that we are blind because of our personal sin or the sins of our parents! Jesus
corrects a commonly held notion that suffering comes because of sin. John wove together the incident with

Jesus’ comments on a different kind of blindness. Jesus healed this man’s blindness, but the real miracle occurred
later when the man’s spiritual blindness was healed.

Some people are so blinded by their legalistic attitudes that they cannot see a wonderful miracle of healing taking
place right in front of them. This was true of the Pharisees. They were more concerned about the letter of the law
and the threat Jesus posed to their authority than about the amazing healing that had taken place. Even though
they were exposed to the power of God, they chose to remain blind to the truth. Those who are teachable and
humble will discover that God can heal even the most terrible afflictions. It is often the people we think least likely
to make spiritual progress who experience healing and deliverance; they are the ones humble enough to ask God
for help.

Helen Keller (1880-1968) was the first blind and deaf person to earn a bachelor of arts degree (Radcliffe

College). She was a prolific writer lecturer who inspired many people through her determination to live a full life
despite her physical limitations. She cited 1 John 4:8 often and two great ideas - the fatherhood of God and the
brotherhood of man, and that these truths underlie all creeds and forms of worship. God is love, God is our Father,
we are His children; therefore the darkest clouds will break, and though right be worsted, wrong shall not triumph.

The famous hymn “Amazing Grace” has been performed and recorded countless times. John Newton (1725-1807)
and English poet William Cowper (1731-1800) wrote the words. The hymn poignantly expresses Newton'’s
troubled and then restored life. After being involved in the slave trade as a slave ship captain, Newton renounced
slavery and worked for abolition. Newton’s personal transformation influ- =

enced the words in the hymn that are inspired by John 9:25: “l once was
lost, but now am found; was blind, but now | see.”

Hacedores de la Palabra 4.2 Domingo de Cuaresma, 15 de marzo de
2026 Ceguera espiritual

Imaginemos nacer ciegos, no poder ver a las personas que amamos ni el
mundo que nos rodea. Y, para colmo de males, ique la gente insinta que
somos ciegos a causa de nuestros propios pecados o de los pecados de
nuestros padres! Jesus corrige una nocidon muy extendida: la idea de que el
sufrimiento es consecuencia del pecado. Juan entrelaza este episodio con
los comentarios de Jesus acerca de un tipo de ceguera muy diferente. Jesus
sand la ceguera fisica de este hombre, pero el verdadero milagro ocurrié
mas tarde, cuando sand su ceguera espiritual.

Algunas personas estan tan cegadas por sus actitudes legalistas que son

incapaces de ver un milagro de sanacion maravilloso que se esta produciendo justo ante sus ojos. Tal fue el caso de
los fariseos. Les preocupaba mucho mas la letra de la ley —y la amenaza que JesUs representaba para su
autoridad—que la asombrosa sanacion que acababa de tener lugar. A pesar de haber estado expuestos al poder de
Dios, decidieron permanecer ciegos ante la verdad. Aquellos que poseen una actitud ddcil y humilde descubriran
gue Dios puede sanar incluso las aflicciones mas terribles. A menudo, son precisamente aquellas personas de
guienes menos esperariamos que lograran un progreso espiritual las que experimentan la sanacion y la liberacion;
son ellas quienes poseen la humildad suficiente para pedir ayuda a Dios.

Helen Keller (1880-1968) fue la primera persona ciega y sorda en obtener una licenciatura en artes (Radcliffe
College). Fue una prolifica escritora y conferenciante que inspiré a muchas personas con su determinacion de vivir
una vida plena a pesar de sus limitaciones fisicas. Citaba con frecuencia 1 Juan 4:8 y dos grandes ideas: la
paternidad de Dios y la hermandad de la humanidad, verdades que sustentan todos los credos y formas de culto.
Dios es amor, Dios es nuestro Padre, somos sus hijos; por lo tanto, las nubes mas oscuras se disiparon, y aunque la
justicia sea derrotada, la injusticia no triunfara.

El famoso himno «Amazing Grace» se ha interpretado y grabado innumerables veces. John Newton (1725-1807) y
el poeta inglés William Cowper (1731-1800) escribieron la letra. El himno expresa conmovedoramente la vida
atribulada y luego restaurada de Newton. Tras participar en el comercio de esclavos como capitan de un barco
negrero, Newton renuncié a la esclavitud y luché por su abolicién. La transformacién personal de Newton influyd
en la letra del himno, inspirada en Juan 9:25: «Antes estaba perdido, pero ahora he sido hallado; era ciego, pero
ahora veo».




A Reflection for the Solemnity of Joseph * Spouse of the Virgin Mary, Thursday, March 19, 2026

He was afraid to take her as wife, as the angel noted. Between his knowledge of Mary’s condition and that dream of
his, he must have spent some sleepless nights. There was so much he didn’t understand. He comes and goes so
quickly in the gospel stories. There is not even one recorded word of his. Everyone else has something to say: the
angel, Mary, the shepherds, Herod, the Magi. But not Joseph. Silence. The spotlight shines on Jesus and Mary. The
manger scene often puts him in the shadows.

We don’t know when Joseph died, somewhere between that search for Jesus in the temple and Jesus’ start of his
public ministry. He was gone. He left his wife a widow and his son fatherless.

And yet, it is this Joseph who, of all the characters who appear in the Nativity story, speaks to many, resonates with
many, identifies with many. His perplexity did not stop him from doing what he could. He led his pregnant wife on a
long caravan journey to Bethlehem, found a place for her to have a baby, fled with his family to Egypt, supported
them by his handiwork, taught his son a trade. The point is, in spite of so much he didn’t understand, he did what he
could to make this world a better place. He did his duty. Simply, faithfully, loyally, dependably. To that extent,

Joseph speaks to all who are perplexed by what is going on in the world today. What Joseph seems to be saying with
his actions is, “do what you can do to be caring, compassionate, and helpful. Stay loyal and faithful to your beliefs
and convictions. Do your duty. You make this world a better place.”

He reminds us to hold on to and cherish our dreams. Have faith. Look: Mary of
Nazareth became queen of heaven, Jesus, the infant in danger of death, became
Savior. And Joseph himself, dreamer that he was, eventually emerged from the
shadows so that the whole world now knows him as Saint Joseph. So have faith in
God. Remember Joseph. Cherish your dreams.

Joseph knew that God would have the last word; that God in time could make loss
the very condition of compassion, service, and growth; that, although scars would
remain, loss would be the seeding place of renewed life. And so it is with us! St.
Joseph, pray for us!

Rejoice! It's Laetare Sunday! This Sunday during Lent we look forward in a special way to our Easter joy. We are fed
by the story of the man born blind. The disciples begin by asking Jesus whose sin caused the man to be born blind. A
reasonable question at that time because it was believed that God rewarded and punished in the physical world.
Jesus tells them that no one sinned and that he was born blind so that people could see the power of God. This could
cause some to misinterpret Jesus' meaning, as they might think that just this particular man was innocently born
blind. Jesus’ wants us not to be concerned with the blame, but to show God’s love and help. The Pharisees in the
story are angry that Jesus criticizes them. What they do not understand is God’s will.
They allow the blind and other downtrodden to rely on begging to survive. God wants
us to help each other. Their sin is thinking they know God’s will when they clearly do
not. Let us always strive to know God’s will and live in it, rather than being blind to it
and doggedly holding onto our sinfulness.
